The immediate response 
to the idea was enthusiastic; but like many

The plan of the Tract ... a'" Month 
Club is sim pIe; anyone can belong with very 

. little expenditure of time or money. Each 
member agrees to distribute one tract a 
month. The tract is serf't out. by the Com .. 
mittee on Distribution; the member is' re'" 
sponsible when the' tract comes. for' getting 
it out to some interested person. After a '" 
period of time the member is billed for a 
slight amount, just a few cents to Cover 
partially the cost of mailing and printing. 
That is all there is to it. 

Certainly when so much good can be 
accomplished for so little eifort, every one of 
us should hasten to take advantage of the 
opportunity . Won't you become a member 
of the Tract ... a .... Month Club during October, 
Protestant Press Month?

THE PEN is mightier. than the sword. That 
. belief has been popularly expressed down 
through the years; yet, in time of crisis, the 
pen has always been forsaken for the sword. 

The world has just passed through a time 
of slashing with the sword, a sword sharp' 
ened and resharpened to a bloodily,keen edge. 
The sword-and all of its ultramodern coun-­
terparts-has been mighty, that is sure. It 
has caused mighty destruction; it has brought 
on mighty suffering; it has created mighty 
hatreds. But the problems of the world have 
not been mightily solved by it. 

Now it is time for the pen to be sharp" 
ened, figuratively speaking, and given a real 
chance to show its might. Espe ... 
cially the pen employed through 
the religious press of the world 
should have unhampered oppor'" 
tunity to present to the world the 
message that will be the ultimate 
cure-the truth of the golden 
rule, the spirit of the Good Sa-­
maritan, the gospel of Jesus 
Christ. 

October has been set aside this 
year as Protestant Press Month, 
to call attention to the fact that 
church publications not only have 
an opportunity but a responsi, 
bility.

The religious press has. a duty to 
perform in reminding people that in' Christ' s 
world there is no distinction 'between races. \

God." Romans 2: 11. It is the Christian 
way to love your enemies and do good to 
them that' despitefully use you. 

If this message of ~he .... second mile" and 
the ~~cup 'of water in my name~~ 'is to be 
sent out to the world, subscribers to~' the 
religio.us periodicals have a responsibility as 
well· as th~ editors and contributors. 

The Sabbath Re~order, for example, is 
limited in scope and influence to its mailing 
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list. EverY familY-iii the denommation should 
subscrihe and read the .Recorder, then pass 
it alollg: to . some. frIend or other .mterested 
person .. Each church should ·have-a Recorder 
saleSni.an .. whose constant job it is to sell the .

The Recorder increases in effectiveness as 
more' p~ople participate in its activities.

tirmation, and retirement of ministers. The 
Co~mission has been spending' some of its 
valuable time on the subject; two· timely 
articles by' pastors with years of experience 
have appeared, and there is more which 
might be said. 

One question which comes' to the writer 
-is this: Shall a· minister'· who has been called 
into the ministry by Christ let the. Commis, 
sion, the General Conference, or any other 
organization say when he shall retire? 

Paul said, ""Por necessity' is laid upon me; 
yea, woe is unto me, if. I. pr,each not - the 
gospel!" . No one' has a right to give' his 
life to the gospel·ministry ·li"nless· Christ has 
called him. to that special work .. Christ asks 
all to work for' him ·in· one capacity or another 
-some as laymen," others as lay" preachers, 
and still others he asks' to dedicate their lives 
with aU tli~ir;:,tifile . and power. to . the min--
istry. . 

How can one k.nowwhen to retire? Christ 
not only calls, but he opens needy fields for 
them· to serve.

Mno Wu Serves Through a ]Literacy Class 
I am Wu Da Niang from Liu Chia I(ou. 

Of c()urse, you . know·· that all the married 
. women of our comm;unity carry their 
mother·s name' together. with,~the husband· s 
number ·in the family. .My husband is named 
Chang and IS the eldest son of his family. 
As I. came from theWu' family~ lam called 
Wu Da Niang (this means Wu Big! or eldest 
woman,). . 

'Our Bible ·woman encouraged me to. help' 
with ,the literacy . class. . I really have studied 

J . -, 
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only a· few months myself though I have 
been a Christian for over ten years. Last 
fall 1- attended a Bible school institute for 
training. This was held in the Kien _Yang 
church five. miles from our home. I got an 
inspiration to really serve the Lord ..... What 
can I do when I am scarcely literate?'~ I 
asked. Ol,lr Bible woman replied,· ~~y au can 
teach the beginners, and I will teach--tne 
advanced pupils, those who have already 
studied some.~' So we planned for the class. 
The books were-easy~ for the county Govern" 
ment Adult Literacy Bureau provided them 
when our Bible woman and I went and asked 
for them. The women of our community 
have not studied, and it.is a very conserva" 
tive place. 

At . first we had four young men, two 
young married women, and two girls about 
twelve years old in the class. We decided 
to meet. in the ancestral hall of our clan. 
Each person who came had to bring a lamp. 
If two or three came from one home, they 
brought only one lamp. 

I went and visited the mothers,.in .. law of 
all the young married women who wanted 
to. study and urged them to let the daughter .. 
in .. law come. i $()me did and others were 
not .. willing to let them use the lamp and 
w'aste oil. So I provided oil for the lamps 
of several. My oil supply for the year was 
.used up in March; but my husband is a 
Christian too and interested in the class. So 
he agreed to buying more oiL Our crops 
were good last year ~ and we can give this 
much to the Lord. 

After a few months we had over twenty­
in the class. Every_night we had a period 
when both classes got together. and our 
Bible woman told some Bible stories or ex" 
plained the' Christian way ·instead of some 
superstition. . Some . people of the com .. 
munity thought it was not right for me ·to 
let Christian teaching 'be done in the an" 
cestral hall.· They feared the ancestral spirits 
would be displeased. So we cleared ou~ ot}e 
of the rooms where we stored our farmixh.,. 
plements; and after the readin,g andwritir\·g 
all the class go· over to my' hous~ to th~t 
room for the Christian teaching. Now, abo~t 
everyonein our clan sees how much improved 
thecharacterioffolks i~ who study. . It is 
-handy to -have the daughters and· daughter~" 
in .. law able to' write accounts. Since they 
learned.·a .lit~le they do not make .suche*, 
pensive mistakes on money. A woman in olir _' 

• 
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settlement once gave a five dollar bill for 
fifty cents. Now, they can tell (c~unt) the 
money. 

That is all. I really haven't done any'" 
thing. But we enjoy the classes, and I think 
many people will soon become Christian. 

THUMBNAIL SKETCHES 
About Seventh Day Baptists and Their Activities 

With over two hundred religious denominations 
in the United States, it is no wonder that each 
generation needs to be told "who is who" among 
denominations. Many are inquiring about Seventh 
Day Baptists; for those of that group who hap.pen 
to read the Sabbath Recorder, we will print each 
week in this column a few facts about Seventh 
Day Baptists. 

History 

Since the days of John the Baptist there 
have always been Seventh Day Baptists, and 
the denomination nnw known by that name 
dates back to the Reformation. The oldest 
church extant)s the Mill Yard Church in, 
London, England, organized in 1617. Sev~ 
enth Day Baptists stood with other reformers, 
especially with the, Baptists, in the struggle 
for religious and civil liberty and Godly liv~ 
ing. They_ did more. They suffered 1m-

prisonment and martyrdom. Some of the 
foremost I men of the Reformation were Sev ... 
eJ;Ith Day Baptists. Among them were Fran:' 
cis Bampfield, Thomas Bampneld, at one'time 
speaker of the House of Commons, Dr. P~ter, 
Cham'berlen, physician to three, sovereigns, 
and the four generations of famous preachers 
by the name of Stennett; 

The ::first Seventh Day Baptist church in 
America was organized in Newport, R. 1., in 
1671/72. Seventh Day Baptists in Rhode 
Island were co~laborers with Roger Williams 
and Dr. John Clarke in establishing the 
colony on th~ principles of civil and religious 
lrberty. In doing this they suffered im'" 
prisonment and other forms of persecution. 
Governor Samuel Ward, a Seventh Day Bap~ 
tist, led the colony in the struggle with the 
mother country, and would have been a 
signer of the pec1arcl.tion of Independence 
had he not died three months before. 

As the years have passed by, the foundi:ng 
of Seventh Day Baptist churches in America 
has followed the tide of emigration, and has 
extended to all continents and the isles of 
the sea.

Compulsory Military Training 

Rev. Dutton Peterson, speaking for the 
Friends Service Commission, said: 

1. Compulsory peacetime conscription is not 
a dead issue. 
2. It would be definitely unfair to ten million 
men away from this country to allow Congress 
to pass a law on this matter now. 
3. Compulsory/ military training would mean 
a definite turn in the American policy from 
Democracy toward the kind of systems the 
past war was fought to eliminate. (As one 
father told me, that is the thing our boys were 
fighting against.) 
4. All nations where there had been full 
and compulsory military training before the 
war were defeated. 

. 5., The kind of discipline iboys get in military 
training is outwardly imposed, and the Christian 
discipline comes from within. 
6. Many military men are honest enough to 
say that 'in modern war a large army would be 
a disadvantage. Defense today is a matter of 
scientific knowledge and machine defense. 
7. As Christian citizens we must study this 
matter carefully, and if opposed to 'compulsory 
military ,conscription, act so that we will exert 
our influence with senators and congressmen.
