Clothing, shoes, and. household 
supplies oHered can be helpfully used.· 

Central Europe - There is unquestioned! need! 
for physical relief. Our government must be per­
sUaded to adopt a policy of helping to feed the 
Ge~ peopl~ -as a part of the larger program 
of saving Westezn civilization. 

THE ANSWER 

Consider the whole question of American polley 
toward ex-enemy peoples. Church members need 
to prosecute a vigorous campaign to offset the 
tendencies toward any vindictive attitude. High 
military authorities, including General C. L. Ad­
cock, commanding officer of the American Zone 
in Germany, states that the food situation must be 
changed soon. Secular sources report that Jews, 
stin held in concentration centers, clamour to have 
the storm. troopers return; under them fewer died! 
and there was less suHering, they lam.ent. When 
you have studied these matters and come to in­
formed and Christian decisions, contact!: yoW" offi­
cials in Washington.
