I have all of the Recorders since the paper 
was issued in magazine form in April, 1907, 

, except four copies. These are bound, marked, 
and placed in order on my Hbrary shelves, 
and I can quickly turn to any copy to which 
I may wish to refer. ~ 

This is the only paper that I have taken 
for fifty ... five years without interruption, and 
no other paper has had, during these years, 
the place in my affections that the Recorder 
has had. 

As ~ student, as a pastor, as an evan-­
gelist, as a denominational secretary, as a 
layman, and as a member of my family I 
have found the paper indispensable. It has 
been the chief source of information about 
our denomination--our churches; our schools, 
boards and societies, missions, General Con--

'ference, associations, denominational finances, 
and about a host of our people. Much of our 
denominational history is contained in ~hese 
volumes. These thirty, eight years of the 
paper have cost me less than $125-small

"THE KEYSTONE COMMANDlVlENT' , 

A few months ago I read a sermon in the 
Christian Herald by Rev. Ralph W. Sock­
man, entitled '"'"The Keystone Command, 
ment, ~~ that I regarded as an exceptionally 
strong presentation of the fourth command ... 
ment in its relation to the keeping of the 
other commandments, although I was dis' 
appointed in his repeated' use of the term, 
'"'"Christian Sabbath, ~~ 'meaning, of course, 
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/ These are ,uncertain times, times of rapidly changing . conditions. It 1S 

difficult to plan ahead ~ and often hard to know what things should come first. , 
,After. what seemed a long time to wait for a decision, Commission voted 

that Conference should be held. S~veral factors contributed to. that decision. 
The activities of an organi~ation can be carried on more effectively when there 
isa periodic opportunity, for discussion and settling of problems. The people of 
at:). . organization need the inspiration and help that comes from associating with 
other members. At the time of deciding to hold Conference, national ~ arid world 
conditions. seemed to warrant the decision. 

. Now, however, the situation is different. .Transportation problems' seem 
to be more complex. War .. time demands threaten to keep more people away from 
a general meeting. In the face of these prospects there is a growing feeling ar'ound 
the denomination that ,to hold Conference as planned would be unwise. The 
majority vote of the Commission members "is to cancel the meeting. ' • 

With this final, definite resolve not to hold Conference this' year we need 
to realize that. without Conference our zeal for denominational interests must be 
greatly increased wherever we live and work. 

Let us not 'only work but GIVE. Give to the Budget as' never before. 
Give the proposed cost of your trip to Conference and more to the United Budget~ 
Give extra to missionary projects that they may hf,l.ve a ~~back log~~ to start a new 
year. Let us make the Budget 100 per cent, plus 'this, year.

I am not reviewing the sermon, hut am 
suggesting rather that you read the leaflet 
and learn what one of the great radio speak-­
ers and the noted pastor and, preacher of a 
N ew York City church says a:bout the re' 
lationship of the fourth commandment to 
the other nine .. 

Doctrinal sermons today are not·popular; 
and there is much truth in the statement 
that ,Doctor S9ckman'makes, that a discussion 
of the Sabbath question 'seems l1ke fiddling 
while Rome burns. Yet it is very importailt 
that we consider carefully the importance 

, of. the Sabbath in our lives, and God~s wis,. 
dam and love in calling on ,us to keep it 
holy., " 

The, emphasis placed on the Sabbath com' 
mandnient and true Sabbath~.keeping in both 
the Old and' the New~ ,c Testaments ought 
deeply to concern professed Christians when 
there is ag.rowing disregard.for Sabbath 
truth. After' a" long and carefully studied 
acquamtance with the teachings of the cBible 

on the subject, and after reading the writings 
of many prominent scholars and church lead .. 
ers, and after a life .. long keeping of the Sab, 
bath commandment, I am stronger in belief 
than ever before that the Christian Sabbath 
is the Sabbath of the fourth commandment, 
and that in keeping it there is much help 
in keeping the other commandments. 

I here wish to give my testimony concern' 
ing the value of the,.~abbath in my own Hfe, 
and c my anxiety concerning the keeping' of 
the Sabbath by those who professedly are 
Sabbath ~eepers. 

Looking back over the seventy' years since 
1 united with ~ the church at Trenton, Minn., 
I am grateful for what the S~bbath has done 
for me in my relationship with God and with 
man. It 'js a joy to have the assurance of the 
Bihle and my conscience that I ~hose wisely 
to keep this ~ commandment that carnes with 
it such privileges andblessmgs.' I am not, 
and never have been, ashamed ~of b~ing' a 
Seventh ·DayBaptist; but I have often felt 
the need of being abetter one. 

There are .twothings that I wish to "em" 
phasize, for they have been in c' my mind 
much of late. ' The . first relates to myself. 
I have not dared to en.courage laxity m the, 
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observance of the Sabbath; I wish always to 
secl¥"e the best results from God in keeping 
his Holy day. I can best illustrate my thought 
iby referring to my experience when pastor 
of the Second Hopkinton Church in Rhode 
Island, going each Sabbath afternoon from 
Rockville to the appointment at the Second 
Hopkinton church. On Fridays I saw that 
the car had sufficient gasoline to last for the 
round trip, for I didn"t purpose to buy gaso .. 
line on the Sabbath. A foolish idea, some 
one may think; but I did not wish to take 
the down grade; and when I twice forgot and 
did not have enough gasoline to take us 
home-well, I haven't forgotten the experi .. 
ence. 

I am thinking, also, about Sabbath keeping 
in postwar times. Many of our young people 
are serving in the armed forces of our coun" 
try, and many other people are employed 
in manufacturing plants where they have to 
work on the Sabbath and where they are 
deprived of the privileges of Sabbath worship 
and Bible study. When the war ends and 
people return home and others give up their 
jobs in the shops, what will be their atti .. 
tude to the Sabbath and ,Sabbath keeping? 
Some will enjoy the privileges for Sabbath 
worship and Bible study freely offered them; 
others, I fear, will yield to the urge to neg" 
lect the benefits offered in true Sabbath 
keeping. 

Years ago I quoted a great preacher in 
his reply to those who dai111 that the keep .. 
ing of the commandments is not practical, 
by saying that the time will come when it 
is seen that all else is not practical. That 
time has come. We need to try God's plan 
in life. He knew that ·man needed the Sab .. 
bath and he made it for him, and placed 
it as ~"The Keystone Commandmene' of the 
Ten Commandments. _

"DIVINE ENTHUSIASM" 
The devotional readings in the Upper 

Room for May 21 and 24 emphasized what 
I long have' felt, that we need to have greater 
enthusiasm for Christianity and its outstand .. 
ing teachings, and' that we need to voice and 
act our enthusiasm. 

One of the readings referred to; says, 
Io"Perhaps the most vital need of Protestantism 
today is a new, fresh gospel enthusiasm."" 
The other writer says of the late W. T. 
Stead, lo"One day, after he had delivered an 

unusually impassioned oration, a man next 
to a prominent minister said, IoMagnificently 
mad, isn"t he T "Yes," replied the minister,· 
"and how I wish he would bite you and 
·me.' .. , And then the writer . adds, "toThe 
IChurch today -lacks that passionate enthusi .. 

" , asm. 
Dr. G. W. Northrup, when he was presi .. 

dent of the Baptist Seminary at Morgan 
Park, Ill., gave in a missionary address these 
words: .... What, then, is the greatest need 
of the Church of today? We answer, a divine 
enthusiasm, a mighty passion for the kingdom 
of God on earth, embracing all the popula .. 
tion of the globe." -

Enthusiasm is not a lost gift; there is 
plenty of it at games, races, fights, and some" 
times in promoting causes that threaten the 
peace of the world and the rights of the 
people. And enthusiasm must not be a lost 
gift in the Church. 

Some of us regret that we do not often 
have the old time revivals, but the way they 
were at times conducted is one reason why 
they have become well nigh obsolete. Efforts 
were sometimes made to increase e.xcitemen t, 
and methods were used and things were done 
that had a discouraging effect on special re" 
vival efforts. Professor F: S. LaRue says, 
.... A former debauchery of emotion is one 
cause of this antagonism to its use in re' 
ligion." But we' need a .... sane emotivnalism" 
that attracts the hearer favorably. Paul, in 
writing to the Christians in Rome, urged 
them to be .... fervent in Spirie' (Romans 
12: 1·1) . Riddle"s commentary says that 
""fervent'" means ""to boil, be hot, fervid. 
The figure is that of seething, boiling like . 
a hot spring..... Doubtless this fervent spirit 
had much to do with the rapid spread of 
the gospel in New Testament times. And I 
believe that it is equally true that failure to 
ohtain the desired spread' of the gospel 
today is due in large part· to -a lack of 
the fervent spirit.- It is said that Garr-et,---­
the actor, was onc~ asked by a preacher why 
the actor moves his hearers and the preacher' 
does not. His answer was, to"I present fiction 
as though it were fact; you present fact as 
though it were ,fiction.'" Paul presented factts 
as facts, and he established churches and 
built them up. Read. his address before 
King Agrippa as given in the Acts, twenty .. 
sixth chapter, and get the spirit of sane 
enthusiasm that he exhtbited. I do not 
wonder that HFestus said with a loud VOIce,

area stealing food. For the" most part they 
are unarmed and harmless .

I was rather interested to meet one of-the 
very few S.D. A. chaplains about three 
weeks ago. We . have more chaplains than I 

they. This chaplain got permission to visit. 
S. D. A. g'roups in Finchafen, Hollandia, Biak, 
and the Philippines. I drove him around for 
a day or .two here and loaned him my com .. 
munion set made from machine gun shells. 
I suppose 1"11 have to' donate one of those 
poljshed brass cups to the Historical Society. 
I am quite proud of them. If I could only 
get them gold lacquered or- gold plated, I 
wouldn~t have to take the tarnish off every 
time I use them. 

On every Sahbath eve I conduct a prayer 
meeting; and on Sundays I conduct three 
services. Sabbath morning I attend the 
S. D. A. services at the 9th General Hospital 
and frequently preach for them. My 9 
o 'clock service is with a colored unit near by .. 
The other two. services are from one quarter 
to one, half colored. ~bout half· of the serv" 
ice troops in this area are Negro. 

There isn "t very much ~~take it to the 
chaplain" over here. The soldiers back in 
the States have more problems. . Life is 
sim pIe here and without many complications. 
Chapel attendance is pretty good. Some men 
show signs of spiritual awakening. I try to 
preach them the straight gospel. There is no 
reason for a chaplain doing less. 

Ohe chaplain in the- air corps has been con" 
ducting evangelistic services for two weeks, 
with considerable interest. 1 have 'had per' 
haps twelv~ to fifteen professions of faith in 
the past two months, and one man has de; 
cided to enter the ministry. We can~t get 
enough Bibles here to· supply tbe demand., 
rve only been ab~e to get ~bout a dozen, 
w1.lich are a11gorie. We have plenty of 
Testaments, which we use .for reading and 
study both Friday and Sunday' nights. . 

I t is already nearly ten 0" clock, and since 
it isn"t. raining· it is very- hot (it never goes 
above 95~' in the' shade) . I have a piece of 
glass over my paper so it-will not get too wet

THE WOllJ'1A1\J'S AID SOCRI&TIr

So swiftly do the years go by that it seems 
but a brief interval from one anniversary 
of our Woman's Aid Society to another. In 
1935 another decade had passed since our 
eightieth anniversary had been observed, and 
we felt that our ninetieth was deserving of 
notice. 

On July 30 the birthday was celebrated 
by ·holding a reception on the lawn at the 
parsonage, at the invitation of Rev. and 
Mrs. Harold R. Crandall. A program was 
arranged by Mrs. LaClede Woodmansee, 
who conducted the meeting. 

Mrs. Alexander Ferguson, the president 
of the society, addressed the gathering . of 
eighty or more members and friends, and a 
historical resume of the progress of the 
organi4ation . was given by a number of past 
presidents, including Mrs. - Elisha C. Bur .. 
dick, Mrs. William H. Browning, Mrs .. Wil .. 
Ham H. Healey, Mrs. Clayton A. Burdick, 
and Mrs. ]. A. Saunders. Communications 
were read from Mrs. Samuel H. Davis, Mrs. 
Abert· Whitford, and greetings from Mrs. 
Charles H. Stanton and Mrs. Orson C. 
Rogers, all former presidents. Refreshments 
were served by Mrs. HaroldR. Crandall, as ... 
sisted by Mrs. Alexander Ferguson and Mrs. 
Lewis R. Greene. The beautiful day, the 
lovely setting, the meeting of friends, made 
the occasion a delightful one. . 

It is~ impossible to give'a detailed account 
of the work accomplished in the Woman"s 

a conference sponsored by the UCYM or any 
other accepted religious~ organization. 

The Parshad scholarships were offered to 
the boy and girl showing greatest evidence 
of Christian service and understanding of· 
Christian responsibility, as well· as for the 
writing of an-essay on the 1945 Youth Week 
theme, "Y outh Serves.'~ Contests were held 
in local churches throughout the country, 
and winners of these were entered in state 
contests. These in turn were entered in 
regional contests, and from the regional con" 
test winners the national winners' were 
selected.,-N ews Release. 

Aid Society during the decade of 1925 to 
1935. Th~ reports of the annual meetings 
must provide the statement of the most 
im portant events. 

In 1926 Mrs. Samuel H. Davis was elected 
president, succeeding Mrs. Clayton A. Bur .. 
dick. The year was most successful finan .. 
cially. We were able to vote $400 to be 
given to the trustees of the church, the money 
to be used to redecorate the audience room 
of the church. One source of revenue was 
the use of mite boxes, which were used for 
the first time. . They were presented to the 
members by Mrs. Emma L. Burdick. These 
were opened at a spring meeting and proved 
to be a material means of raising mpney. 

The society was indebted to Mrs. A. R. 
Stillman for the installation of a telephone, 
which has proved so usefuL that it has been 
kept in the rooms ever since. A pleasant 
social feature of the meetings was the -serv' 
ing -of teas following the business meeting. 

We lost three members by death: Miss 
Louise Champlin, Mrs. JohnC. Loughhead, 
and Mrs. Ella G .. Vars. . 

Mrs. S. H. Davis served again as presioent/ 
in 1927, when the usual program of work and 
meetings was carried out~ Two meetings 
were devoted to sewing for the· Westerly 
Hospital, and in J anuaIY, a luncheon· was 
served for the members of the. society and 
their families as guests. There were one 
hundred· twenty<five present. Rev. A. J. C. 
Bond was the guest speaker and gave a talk 
on his recent· visit to Lausanne, Switzerland. 

Mrs. J. A. Saunders became the president 
of the society in 1929. The usual donations 
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were made that year.· ,The· program pre ... 

. pared· and sent out by the Woman ~s Board 
was· used for the devotional services.'. In 
November Mrs. A. E .. Whitford of· ·Milton, 
Wis., treasurer ()f the board, spoke on its 
work. Other instructive talks were given 
by some of our members 'who had traveled 
during the year. In 1927 and· 192'8 four 
members had died. Irvine O. Chester, H. 
P. Hakes, Mrs. Hakes, and Deacon Howard 
Langworthy. . 

In the spring of 1930 Mrs. S. H. Davis 
again took up the leadership of the Woman's 
Aid Society. The high spot ·of our activities 
that year was the entertainment provided in 
furnishing meals for the Eastern Association. 

The women were assisted by the.S. D. B. 
Society, and five hundred nine· meals were 
served in the church parlors.· Mrs. Davis 
went to Florida early in December, and Mrs. 
John H. Healey, first ·vice ... president, con" 
ducted the meetings during the rest of the 
year. 

We lost by death one of our most faithful 
members, Mrs. Albert H. Langworthy. John 
H. Tanner also passed away. 

At the annual meeting in 1930 Mrs. Wil .. 
-liam H. Healey consented -to assume the 
duties of president of the society-a gracious 
gesture on her part, as she· had held the 
office a few years -before. She continued to 
do this until the spring of 1934. An invi .. 
tation to Join the Women"s Clubs of Wes' 
terly was accepted. . The parsonage. was reno" 
vated for the occupancy of our new pastor 
and his. family, Rev. Harold R. Crandall. A 
reception· 'was· held to welcome diem· on' 
July 8, 1930. 

In the summer of 1932 the church was 
thoroughly cleaned in the assembly room, 
and some improvements made in. the church 
parlors. We p~id our last installment on a 
scholarship pledge of $500 to Salem College. 

In. 1936 two outstanding social events took 
place: the celebration of our ninetieth . anni .. 
versary and a ·tercentenarytea held in recog' 
nition,· of the State Tercentenary. ,. 

The tea was held under the ''Supervision 
of Mrs. Louis 'Coon, and the program ·was in 

. charge of Mrs. Lewis 'Greene, ,.' who wrbte 
an original historical play. The parts· were 
taken by women of the church~ -The years 
1937 and ·1938 were full of activity under. 
the managem~nt·., of··Mrs •. LaVerne Lang ... 
worthy·, as president. 

In order to "entertain the Eastern Asso:. 
ciation in June, the society co .. operatedwith 
the trustees of the church to redecorate and 
remodel the church· parlors and kitche~. 
New curtains and draperies were provided, 
a new gas range and dish.washing machine 
were purchased, and· modern dining tables, 
and chairs installed. All these improve' 
ments ,added. greatly to the convenience and 
beauty· of the vestry. 

Mrs. William Martland was.electedpresi .. 
dent'in 1938 .. 39. On September 21 of that· 
year our town suffered greatly from a ·devas .. 
tating hurricane, .and our beautiful church 
steeple was utterly demolished. At a . lunch .. 
eon held QIl October 18 Miss Lucy Crowley, 
local Red Cross, chairman, told of the . work 
done by that organiZation during and after 
the storm. At the annual luncheon on March 
21 Rev. H. Eugene Davis of Shanghai, China, 
was guest speaker. 

In September, 1939, a farewell· ,tea was 
given by the Aid Society for Mrs. Alexander 
Ferguson at the summer home of Mrs. Carrie 

. Crumb. Mrs. Ferguson had, planned to make 
her home in Alfred, N. Y.· During the 
years of 1939 and 1940 much work was 
accompli,shed, "marking it possible for the 
women of the society to make their' usual 
contributions to the denomination, the 
church, and charitable causes. Under the 
leadership of Mrs.· Martla.nd and with the 
fine work of ou,r committees and the co' 
operation of the members, this work was' 
made possible .. 

Death has taken its inevitable toll in the 
society. Since 1933 the list of· the deceased 
includes Mrs. Dell _~Burdick,Miss Amelia 
Potter, Mrs. A. R. Stillman, Mrs. John 
Champlin, Mrs. B. Fran'k Lake, Mr. and Mrs. 
-Charle·s H. Stanton, Mrs~ Lydia Chase,· Mrs.· 
Gurdon B. Hiscox, Dr. Clayton A. Burdick, 
Mr. William H. Browning, Mrs. EverettE. 
Whipple, Mr. Allene. Whitford, Mrs. Or .. 
son Rogers,·' Mrs. Edward H. Burdick, Mr. 
A. R. Stillman, Dr. John Champlin, Mrs. 
Florence Kenneth, Mrs. Ira ·B. Crand?l1, 
Mrs. George H. Utter, Mrs. William S. Mar ..

It is not always 'that a society lives to see 
its third generation carrying on the work 
w ruch it has begun, as is the case with ours. 
Daughters· and granddaughters are still hold .. 
ing up the hands of its founders.

the draft of Dumbarton Oaks. To a very 
large ,extent, the specific recommendations 
1lJ.ade by our . church groups have been given­
effect. " 

4o"Of course, the charter is by no means 
perfect,"" Mr. Dulles said in the July issue 
of PostWar World. ,40"It is, however, a great 
document of human rights.' It emerged 
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through the democratic process, of debate 
among fifty nations, large and small. It 
can serve to promote justice, well .. being, and 
peace . throughout the world. If the new 
organization fails, it will not be primarily 
because of the inadequacies or defects of the 
charter. I t will rather be because the peo .. 
pIes of the world do not have the will to 
avail themselves of the possibilities which the 
charter gives them.

(An address given during a chapel service 

at Salem College.) 

Young people are fond of the twilight 
hour. That time between the visible and the 
invisible' is sacred time for hikes and talks 
over the things that are of greatest interest 
to us in life. Take heed as I bring you a 
twilight message of life. 

A good many years ago; when I was in 
my teens, I made my first visit to New York 
City. As I went about from place to place 
to satisfy my curiosity and learn what could 
be learned from sights and conditions, there 
came to me a never to be forgotten experi .. 
ence. 

On Printing House Square I lighted upon 
a work of excavation. Since I was at .. 
tracted by the greatness of the job there in 
the city, I made a careful investigation of 
the work which was going on. Upon in ... 
quiry I found that preparations were being 
made to lay the foundation for a new Tribune 
building. The excavation had reached a 
depth of some forty feet. I asked why they 
went to such a depth, and the contractor 
replied, u to get a ~afe and sure foundation 
rock to support the JIlassive brick building 
that is to be erected."" 

To my youthful and inexperienced mind 
this· ,vas a wonder and was cause of much 
thought about the 'Work of life-and espe .. 
dally so when a preacher preSsed .home to 
my heart the words of Jesus when he said, 
"Whosoever heareth these sayings of mine, 

and doeth them, I will liken him unto a 
wise man, which built his house upo,n a 
rock: and the rain descended, and the floods 
came, and the winds blew, and beat upon 
that house, and it fell not: for it was -founded 
upon a rock.~" 

A few years later, when I was coming 
down from Albany on a boat, I reached 
New York City at midnight. Imagine my 
surprise as I crossed Printing House Squar~ 
and came upon the glare of the first carbon 
arc light that Edison was testing out on 
the Tribune Building. . One was~ able to 

. read a newspaper in a large part of the 
square. This was another revelation of the 
wonders of science and divine revelation. 

By some such experiences and incidents are 
your minds and. mine turned to-consider some 
of the most important lessons that should 
be learned for building the struGture of life. 

To a young architect was awarded the 
contract for erecting the Kansas State C-apitol 
building. Great care was taken in laying 
thick flat rock for the· foundation of the 
walls of that building.
