So in the quietness and the
darkness of those uncomfortable
days and nights, even a Senator
can meditate, and I have done
much of that.

and I stopped to see the Senator
as he was lying in bed at a nursing
home in the St. Louis suburb of
Creve Coeur, Mo. We had been
there two years before and spant
time wheeling him to the dining
room, and visiting and praying
with him in the chapel.

This time he was confined to his
bed and his eyes remained closed,
but his mind and his spirit had not
appeared to dim one bit. He greeted
us with the deep resonant voice
which I had long associated with
his speeches at Conference.

When I stated that one of my
reasons for coming to see him was
to deliver a Citation (see facing
page) which the SDB Historical
Society had presented at General
Conference on behalf of the Society
and Conference as a whole, his
voice nearly broke with apprecia-
tion as he declared, “That’s my
people.”

I read to the Senator the con-
tents of that Citation which his
good friend, Dr. K. Duane Hurley,
had helped to draft. After each
item, he would respond with words
of remembrance as just that por-
tion of a lifetime of 94 years
stretched across his clear mind.

He expressed regret that he was
no longer able to attend Confer-
ence, but that he had his Seventh
Day Baptist family in prayer, and
was so grateful that we had re-
membered him. As we joined our
hands in prayer, I could sense his
emotions joined in each praise,
thanksgiving, and petition.

We left the Citation with the
nurses in charge who promised that
they would read it to him as often
as he wished. After reading the
document to herself, one of them
said, “I never realized what a great
man he has been.” My response
was, “Not ‘has been,’ but is.” %

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The work in Zambia continues
as SDBs reach out to people living
along the Copper Belt in Northern
Zambia. They are thankful for
the prayers and gifts which have
allowed their Conference to grow
to almost 45 churches and fellow-
ships. God has richly blessed them.

One of the Conference’s primary
goals is to establish people in jobs
that will simultaneously sustain
them and the Conference. Several
projects have been set up to do this.
Each consists of two or more people

helping each other while providing
a service in the market.

Farms have been established
at Kanyanga, Kabulankanshi, and
Kalulushi. These are in rural areas
that are not easily accessible, and
many agricultural supplies have to
be shipped in from great distances.

The plan includes a medium-
term project which aims for self-
sufficiency in 10 years. The total
cost is estimated at $45,900, which
includes tools, labor, seed stock,
and fertilizer. In return, the farms
should net over $200,000 in pro-

It was a picture-perfect Sabbath
afternoon in South Jersey. On June
15, 1996, members of the Shiloh
and Marlboro SDB Churches gath-
ered around the main lodge at Jer-
sey Oaks Camp. First on the agen-
da was fellowship and food, then
reminiscence and dedication. We
were there to dedicate the camp’s
main lodge to the memory of form-
er pastor Charles H. Bond and re-
name the lodge in his honor.

Elizabeth Bidwell, church histo-
rian, shared a brief summary of
Jersey Oaks Camp, focusing on the
building of the physical facilities
during the winter of 1959-60. It
was noted that for 14 consecutive
Sundays, 20 to 40 able-bodied men,
collectively possessing all the need-
ed skills, appeared on the scene to
clear brush and build the 30 by 60-
foot lodge.

Remarkably (especially after the
terrible winter of '96), there were
no Sundays during this period
when the crew was not blessed with
good weather. In fact, the work on
the lodge proceeded so well that
they decided to construct the boys’
and girls’ dormitories as well.

Thus the camp site was well pre-
pared for its “maiden voyage” in
1960. Pastor Bond expressed
amazement over what had hap-
pened in just nine months’ time!

Owen Probasco, church modera-
tor, referred to camp as a “stepping
stone on the path of Christian expe-

- rience,” and challenged us to con-

tinue the camping program. Tim
Bond then read an original poem
about his dad and the camping pro-
gram,

Testimonies about camping with
Pastor Bond followed. Several
people shared memorable experi-
ences, both humorous and inspira-
tional.

Since “you can't have camp with-

out kids,” some of Jersey Oaks’ fin-
est—the Shiloh Children’s Choir,
directed by Charlotte Chroniger—
treated us to their renditions of
“Pharaoh, Pharaoh” and “Jesus
Loves Me.”

The aura of suspense was finally
lifted with the presentation of two
beautiful, tasteful plaques. Charles’
beloved wife, Margaret, and his
son, Ron, unveiled the first plaque:
a large oak sign mounted next to
the main entrance. It featured
handcarved lettering, naming both
the camp and the lodge.

The church moderator then pre-
sented the second plaque—to be
hung inside the lodge—to Charles’
son, Phil. (The photo mounted on
the plaque could have come from a
spring issue of Ideals magazine.) It
depicted two sides of the building,
framed by green branches overhead
and bright azaleas on the ground. A

Samuels installed in NY City

After three years of being with-
out a pastor, and the ensuing
months of seemingly endless meet-
ings, the day arrived.

Budget news from Conference

Recommendations from the Budget and Finance Committee -

We have labored over the “Sum-
mary of 1997 Anticipated Denomina-
tional Income and Assets to be Used”
as referred from General Council. We
considered possible changes, espe-
cially with regard to General Services,
which in our estimation is in the most
urgent need in order not to negatively
affect Seventh Day Baptist individuals,
churches, and the various boards and
agencies. We are convinced that un-
less General Services is fully funded
soon and regularly, the necessary
cuts that will result will cost us dearly,
both in terms of money and lost ser-
vices. Those cuts are imminent. Un-
fortunately, we have seen no other
solution for General Services, and for
the other recipients of Current Giving,
many of whom are also seriously
threatened by shortfalls, than to real-
ize the projected Current Giving.

We recommend that conference
accept the “Summary of 1997 Antici-

pated Denominational Income and
Assets to be Used” as the denomina-
tional budget for the coming year.

We need to raise enough money
to fund the denominational programs
that are in place. Money is needed
to be able to finish this year. Current
Giving must keep up with needs on
a month by month basis throughout
the coming year if we are to be able
to do the things that have been ap-
proved and expected. In an effort to
reach that goal, we have the follow-
ing recommendation:

We recommend that in order to
increase giving to the SDB Budget,
each church seriously consider tithing
to the SDB Budget their undesignat-
ed tithes and offerings at a rate of
15-20% or more. Any designated gifts
received by the church for the SDB
Budget should be in addition to their
tithe.
