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, THOMAS JEFFERSON.
" Colonel Peter Jefferson, :father of
President Jefferson;, was a Virginia
planter ‘and surveyor, of Welsh de-
scent, who hewed-oat a plantation
for hiniself on the dutskirts of civil-
ization, one hundred and thirty
years ago.  When his son Thomas
wis born, there “were still but three
or four white settlers within a cir-
cuit of several miles of his farm; the
primeval woods still flourished lux-
uriantly all-about him, and the house
was a favorite stopping-place for the
chiefs of friendly tribes of Indidns on
their way to and from Richmond.
This Peter Jefferson was a giant in
stature and strength. It is said of
him, that he could lift from their
sides to an upright position, two
hogsheads of - tobacco at onge, each
of a thousand pounds weight. He:
was a man of eminent coursage and
wisdom, of singular firmuess,iand of:
an honesty #o°established and con-
spicuous, that he was execntor ‘and-
trastee for half his neighbors. A
few sterling books were to be found

whose works:is still preserved. :

Thomas Jefferson, born in: 1743,
was the third child and eldest son of |,
this wise and stalwart planter, and
-enjoyed the benefit of bis instrac-
tions uuntil bis fourteenth year, when
Colonel * Jefferson suddenly died, in,
the fiftieth year of his age. He learn-
ed from his father to be a bold rider,
and a ekillfal hunter. . He acquired
from him, also, an elegant penman-
ship, a taste for reading, a knowledge
of accounts, habits of self-help, panc-
tuality and perseverance. It is pro-
bable, however, that his mother exer-
cised the paramount influence over.
his mind. From her he probably in-
herited his aptitnde for composition,
his affectionate disposition, and his
abhorrence of strife. At séventeen:
he entered ‘William and Mary Col-
lege, ‘where his early education: was
completed. : o

Thowmas Jefferson became one of:
