REPORTS OF AGERTS.

The followifig reports ‘were re-
ceived by the Corresponding Secre-
tary of the American Sabbath Tract
Society, read before the late meet-
ing of thie Executive Board, and for-
warded for publication:

REPORT OF JAMES BAILEY.
MrLTON, Wis., April 7th, 1876.
Rev. J. B. CLARKE, Cor. Sec’y American Sab-
bath Tract Soclety:

The first day of Janunary found
me in Chicago engaged in the work
of strengthening the Sabbath-keep-
ing interest. I remained there ten
days, looking up former Sabbath-
keepers, and doing what I ceuld to
encourage and strengthen the faith-
ful ones. I also attended the noon
prayer meetings, to form acquaint-.
ances with the leading spiritual
workers, and through this means ex-
tend a koowledge of our work as
Rabhath reformers.. Several of our
brethren became members” of the
Young Men’s Christian Association,
We have had repeated assurances
of theirkind regards. By this means
we are brought into favorable no-

- tice, and are the more respected for
" our conscientions regard for the
Sabbath. The Bible-class has upi-
fied Sabbath-keepers, and greatly
encouraged them in their work. Al-
most every Sabbath some have come
into lower Farwell Hall, where- the
class holds its sessions, and learned
our character and faith. Several
have come in and joined in the ex-
" ercises of the class. Several stn-
dents from the Baptist Theological
Seminary have come in with Bro.
Dunn. The Bible-class has thus
served the double purpose of help-
ing. Sabbath-keepers, answering to
them for public worship and
strengthening their union, and also
of extending a knowledge of Sab-
bath truth to others. It has be-
come a .success, although com-
menced - with anxieties and fears.
This has led to the inquiry what
can be done further to strengthen
the cause. I was several times re-
quested to revisit Chicago, for con-
sultation and duch labor as the case
calléd for. I therefore went to Chi-
" cago about the middle of" March,
spending in all eight days. " Bro.
Ordway being temporarily absent,
and being snow-bound, did not re-
turn before I was compelled to
leave. I however advised with those
present as to the future. A Rev.
Dr. Mesing, a Jewish Rabbi, be-
came very. much interested in the
Sabbath discussion in the Sunday
Tribune, approving the arguments
I had made, and proposed some val-
uable information on the sabject be-
fore the time of Constantine, He
incidentally gained a knowledge of
our people at Walworth, and ex-
pressed a desire for acquaintance.
Bro. Dunn has called on him. Ialso
called at his residence-and found’
be was absect from the city for a
week. With your consent I hope to
visit him again,

The correspondence that I opened
in the Chicago Zribune on Nov.
20th, has been continued abont four
months. It was soon published
mostly in the Sunday edition, giving
it a much larger circulation among
the better class of readers. Having,
in the discussion, “everything to
gain and nothing to lose,” much
carefulness was used in the argu-

“ment, 8o as to get in as mach as pos-
gible, and draw out replies. For
this puipose “Layman” and ¢ In-
quirer,” with their friendly pens,
were brought into use. One of Lay-
man’s articles, calling on the able
clergy of the city to come to the
rescue of the orthodox Sabbath from
the assertions of Rev. J. Bailey, was
specially sent to a dozen or more of
the leading clergy of the city. One
of thew ooly, signed “M.,” came
feebly to the rescue in a short arti-
cle, and then retired.” At length
“ Moses,” of Oak Park, a suburban
town, seven miles from the city,
commenced a vigorous response and
continued it through six articles,
and in three more over his true
name (auokoown to fame) of John
Merton. - *“Seguin® put in one
article and retired. Then followed
“Abel Anderson,” of Muskegon,
Mich,, in three articles, and “E. J.
P.,” of Logansport, Ind., in one ar-
ticle. Inimmediate connection with
this discussion, Rev. Drs. Fallows
and Kitteridge anod Bighop Cheney
preached to their congregations on
the Sabbath doctrine. Dr. Fallows
gave two sermons. The discussion
thus far snms ap, fourteen articles by
J.Bailey, nine by “Moses” alias John
Merton, three by Abel Anderson,
three by Layman, one each by In-
quirer, Student, ¢ M.,” Segnin, E. J.
P, L E L,” “E’ M. D.,” and
four sermons, hesides several arti-
cles from Cadmus, Paritan, and oth-
ers, on the methods of keeping Sun-
day, making in all about forty arti-
cles. The discussion excited a wide-
spread interest in the city and. else-
Where, thus laying a broad, deep
foundation for us to’ build unpon.
The editor of ; the Z¥ribrine gave us
a fine opportunity to present our
Views, giving our articles the first
or second place under the * Relig-
lous” heading; and always gave
large headings such as “Rev. J.
Bailey answers his assailants and
Succeeds in maintaining” his posi-
Yion,” and *“Rev. Dr. Bailey takes
up the cudgels against his assail-
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learned that the: Sunday edition of
the :ZT¥ibune averaged 40,000 copies,
Most of my articles. were published
in the Sunday edition, and thus
were more generally read by church
goers and non-church goers, '
- The discussion'opened on the phi-
losopby of the.moral law. It was
mostly confined to the moral law
and the wvarious objections_ta it.
These points were fully discussed.
The one-day-in-seven ‘theory” was
reached by Dr. Fallows, and one
other. The change of the Sabbath
was only incidentally alladed to. As

REPORT OF M. B. KELLY.

ViLLa RipeE, ILL., April 10th, 1876.

Evp. J. B. CLargr: Dear Brother,
—I have anotlier meager to report
to present. During the greater part
of the last quarter there wasso much
rain and high water that I thought
it impracticable to gather congrega-
tions. I could not go from place to
place except oun the cars. I have
labored what I could in the vicinity
of home and adjoining - neighhor-
hoods. I have been prevented,
however, from laboring as much as
I had designed, by sickness in my
family. The band of the Lord has
been heavy upon me. My wife has
been sick much of the time. All
my children, both married and sin-
gle, have been prostrated, except
my eldest daughter. A much eg;
teemed daughter-in-law has died.
And now my second living son is,
dangerously sick, and has been so
for .vearly two weeks. His health
has been poor for three yeats, and I
Tear he will never recover. This is
why I have been so tardy in report-
ing. I have had a plenty of time
to write but I have felt so discour-
aged that often when I would take
up my pen I would lay it down with-
out writing a line. . :

I was summoned by telegram
about a month ago to preach the
funeral sermon of an aged brother
whom I baptized near Carboudale
in Jackson county, two years ago.
One of his daughters, who embraced.
the Sabbath at the same time he
did, is atteoding school at Milton.

daughter in Kansas aud delayed the
funeral three days, but neither of
them came. It wasraining and the

I could only spend
a few days in that vicinity which I
very much regretted. o

Ounr meetings here for some time
past have been very irregular, on ac-

REPORT OF A. O. HAYE.
4 BROOMLOAN, Ggvan,)
By Glasgow, Feb. 29th, 1876.§

. My Dear Elder,—My two months’
work has been marked with less
trouble and rdisappointment than I
had anticipated for so radical a
change as the Sabbath must be io
my countrymen. On taking up the
mission, it was not with the expeec-
tation that the barvest was ripe for
the sickle, but that the ground must
first be plowed up and prepared for
the reception of the seed. Scotland
stands alone in its veneration of the
Sunday-as the Sabbath, the roots of
a  three-centuries-old tree bave
struck deep iuto the national char-
acter, and are not to be dragged up
in a moment. There is no more dif-
ficult field of labor in the world, but
if Scotland can be brought to inves-
tigate the subject, the battle is won,
for the people will carry out the
study to its end. ;

I have made it my object to talk
to the more intelligent people I méet,
not dogmatically thrusting a view
down their throats, but leading them
anconsciously to thiuk out the mat-
ter for themselves. Scotsmen must
be led, and not driven. . The result
has been that on meeting many
again, we have resnmed the conver-
‘sation, and by the aid of tracts many
are imperceptibly coming to the
truth. Hundreds there are who ad-
mit that the seventh day is the Sab-
bath, but to keep it is a different
matter. I do not-believe, were a
bill introduced-into Parliament to
change the day, that a very serious
opposition woald be made to it; nor
do I think even the clergy would
oppose it.
is the law -of the land, interest and
custom will preveut most from tak-
ing their stand by the seventh.

My experiencés have not been al-
together of 'a pleasing character. I
have had some pretty strong lan-
guage addressed to me, but so long
as they keep their hands to them-
selves, I let their ‘'words blow past.

THE SABBATH IN OHIOAGO.
The Apostles.
THEIR EXAMPLE IN SABBATH-KEEPING,
CaicaGo, March 11th.

To the Editor of the Chicago Tribune:

“E.J. P.,” of Logansport, in his
criticism of my articles,says: “There
is abundant evidence, says Dr.
Schaff, that the apostles and early
Christians began immediately to
keep Sunday as a day of worship.
John 20 :12; Acts 20 : 7; 1 Cor. 186:
2. Pliny, Epistle to Trajan.,” Dr.
Fallows says: “ But after the resar-
rection, their meetings for public
worship were Leld on the first day
of the week (see Acts 20: 17, [7]; 1
Cor. 16 : 2). And this was dounbt-
less for the reason that our Lord
rose fromithe dead onthe first day
of the week, the eighth day. And
on two other occasions, when the
distzlples were assembled on the first

day| of the week, he appeared to
them (see John 20 : 19-26).” “Abel
Anderson,” in his second article,
sayp: “They therefore meet on the
first day of the week to break bread.
Pau] ordered the Corinthians, ¢ Upon
the first day of the week let every
one of you lay by him in store as
God hath prospered him.” In Rev.
1:10, John calls Sunday the Lord’s
day.” Some others have also quot-
ed some of these passages.. These
are the main passages to prove Sun-
day-keeping by the apostles. Ihave
looked at these' passages, and. fail
to see Sunday-keeping in them.
John 20:19-26, is as foliows: -¢ Then
the same day at' evening, being
the first day of the week, when the
doors were shat where the disciples
were assembled for fear of the Jews,
came Jesus and stood in the midst,
and said unto them, Peace be unto
yow.” * And after éight days again
his disciples were within,and Thomas
with them, then came Jesus, the
doors being shut, and stood in the
midst, and said, Peace be with you.”

The lesson sought to be drawn
from these passages‘is that the dis-
ciples met in honor of Christ’s resur-
rection, and Christ met with them,
and commanded his peace unto them,
and therefoie the day is to be ob-
served as a Sabbath in commembra-
tion of his resurrection. The meet-
ing is specifically stated as occurring
at eveuing the first day of the week.
There is nothing in the passage to
indicate the object of the meeting.
There is only one fact -named in
connection with it, and that is, the
doors were shut for fear of the
Jews. In Mark 16 : 14, we have
the "same meeting referred to and
the object of it. * Afterward. he
appeared unto the eleven as they
sat at meat.” The object, then, of
this gathering was to take the ever-
ing meal, and not in honor ot thé
resurrection on that-day. It is also
evident that at that time they did
not believe he had:risen. 'Mary in-
formed the disciples (Mark:16 : 10).
that Christ was risen. {*And when
they bad: heard that he was slive,
and had been seen of her; they be-
lieved not.” 'Then the two disciples
that saw bim at Emmans went and
told it to the residme; neither be-
lieved ' they them. In verse 14,
Christ upbraided them with their
unbelief and. hardness of heart, be- |

Luke 23 : 56. The term Sabbath is
‘freely used by them in its usnal

There is no account of their dese-
crating the Sabbath or neglecting it.
TLey nowhere taught the change or
abrogation of the Sabbath. They
never -spoke of any other weekly
Sabbath. They were ‘clearly true
and faithful Sabbath-keepers accord-
ing to the commandment which says
“the seventh day is the Sabbath of

‘an angel a man may bea fool,” and,
with a head fall of errors; crudities,
and false beliefs, a man may be a
sincere, honest, genuine Christian.
If it were not so, Christianity would
be but poorly adapted to the wants
of the world. 'But while I am will-
ing, in all candor and fairness; to
give the Christian all the credit he
can reasonably claim, I can not but
think, and express the thought, that
his manifest passiveness in the

hands of his teachers ' is alike de-

grading and contemptible. What'I
think I affirm withont fear or favor,
and I.am forced from my observa-
tion to declare that, with few ex-
ceptions, religious people-are, in re-
spect to religious subjects, ignorant,
prejudiced, bigoted;- and -supersti-
tious. If it were not so, Mr. Bailey
and Dr. Fallows would- not venture
to make such baseless assertions as.
they have; they would never, unless

they counted largely on the credali~
ty of their hearers or réaders, affirm

that God gave a law-not found in

his Revelation, simply because they

supposed orbelieved so. - Imagine a

man, . regarded as sane,. inferring

“DOUBTFUL LEGISLATION.”

Under the above heading, we find
an article critising our Seventh-day-
Sabbath Baptiats for asking legisla-
tion in their behalf on the Sabbath
question. A reviewer in the Sad-
bath Recorder makes this comment:

“To call the friends of fair deal-
ing ”—referring to the Seventh-day
Baptists—*“enemies to the Sabbath
is nanst and is an attempt to array
against them blind prejudice. We
dare say, that ne cause has contrib-
uted sd much to the sentiment of
no-Sabbath, as the -evidently false
doctrine that the Seriptures teach it
to be sinful to work on the ﬁrst day
of the:week.”

Now this reviewer t.hmks 1t a ter-
rible stroke of unfairness for those
that keep the first day of the week
as a day. of rest, to say a word in
criticism of those that keep the sev-
enth ‘day. He believes it *“an at-
"tempt to array against them blind
prejudice,” whlle, -with the most
barefaced effrontery, he says, “ No
cause has contributed so much to
the cause of no-Sabbath as the evi-

tures teach it to be sioful to work
on the first day of the week.”

Q, yes, to say anything agaxnst
the friends of fair dealing—seventh-
day-Sabbath advocates—is a horrid
stroke of “ blind prejudice,” bat to
say that the doctrine held by the

aod tends more than any other cause
to destroy the Sabbath, is wonder-
fally mild and courteous. What a
heresy it is to doubt the orthodoxy
of a Sabbatarian.

Now we happen to have before
onr mind the practical working of
our Seventh-day-Sibbath advocates.
Two men, one. a Seventh-day, the
other a First-day man, are in part-
pership in a work shop. Oue re
frains from labor on the seventh
day, the other on the first; but they
divide the profits,

Another case: A Seventh-day man
is working a number of hands.in a
coal mine. The miners being heret-
ical First-day advocates, refuse to
work on the first day or suspend on
the seventh; their employer lets
them have their own way, but takes
the profits of their seventh-day labor.
Now we agk in all candor, who
comes nearer doing away with the
Sabbath than this good Seventh-day
man ? He might say that he could
not control these heretical coal dig-
gers. He could have done this rath-
er than desecrate the Sabbath he
loved so much. He could bave got-
ten workmen of his belief, suspend-
ed operations, paid his men to keep
the day, or, for the day witbout the
labor, or have refused to take the
wages of sin. But no, this was a
little too much. Verily, * consist-

ency is a jewel.”

The above is from the Baptist

Banner of April 19th, and is worthy

of notice, because the Banner evi-

dently misunderstands us. We say

migunderstands us, because we are

unwilling to believe that it would

intentionally treat us with unfair-

ness or with disrespect. We will,

therefore, restate the question, and

defend our position, asking the

Banner to show by argument that
we are in error, if it can do so, add-
ing that domg 80 it shall receive our
thanks,

The case is this: Those in the
State of Pennsylvania observing the
seventh day, ask that a certain law
of ‘that Btate, made in the interest
of the first day, and so drawn as to
oppress those in the observance of
the seventh day, besoamended as to
give them equal rights and privi-
leges with those who observe the
first day. Upon this, those observ-
ing the first day charged the peti-
tioners with being enemies of the
Sabbath. This charge we repelled
as unfair. We were charged with
being infidel opposers, a thought as
false as it well could te. The ob-
servers of the seventh day are aware
that infidels largely oppose the en-
forcement of Sunday observance by
civil enactments, bat in so far as
this opposition comes from a dislike
of the Christian religion, they have
And yet they
are opposed to the enforcement of
religious ordinanges by civil laws.
But thé ground of their plea in this
‘case i8 the unjust discrimination of
the law referred to. The funda-
mental principle of the American
government is the equal protection
of its citizens in the enjoyment of
their religious convictions, which is
the opposrte of the law under con-
sideration.  Besides, those keeping
| the seventh day have a special claim
upon this government for the fuléll-

ment of its pledge -in Lhis case.
‘They did their full share in its es-
tablishment, and have eyually per-
‘formed their part in its defenze and

shedding of their blood or the pour-
ing out of their treasure.

But let us look at the
question in another direction, and so
we ask, Are we enemies of Jeliovah’s
Sabbath because we oppose Sunday
legislation 7.

We use the
word false according to Webster’s
fifth definition, and as it is constant-
ly employed by the best and purest
writers, and as the Banner itself
uges it when it says it is false to say
the Bible teaches that sprinkling is
.one of the modes of administering
the ordinance of baptism. Nor bave
we complained of any just criticisms
upon Seventh-day Baptists or their
doctrines, nor, for that matter, of
those that were unjust. It is the
rlght of others to criticise us as it is
our duty to honestly and faithfully
examine ourselves.

As to the case of copartnership

him ~while thousands of other
church members are involved in
Sabbath-breaking stock companies
all over the lan1, so that neither
the session, the Presbytery, nor any
court above it, i§ ‘free from the
very offense charged on the offend-
er.)  Mr, Nevin, in the meantime,
‘for the sake of the peace of the
Sewickly chureh, and because. he
feels that the session are unjustly
put-in the position of seeming to
hold his views, asks for a letter of
withdrawal.” This request, which
leadlng members of Presbytery had
previously urged on Mr. Nevin, was
referred by the session to Presby-
tery for answer. - The Presbytery,
apparently not knowing what to-do
with a session which backs up its
drsobedlenee with a citation of Matt.
7: 8-5, and Rom. 2: 21-23, and not
knowing how to let Mr. Nevin
‘ withdraw,” even when he wishes to
do so, and when that is the very
thing Presbytery wishes.he wonid
do, refers the whole matler to the
Synod of Erie, which meets some
six months hence.

seeing his much-loved and fondly.
cherishéd dust theology in danger,
writbing under wounds inflicted by
the sword of the Spirit, comes for-
ward readily and somewhat confi-
dently to try what his head and
hands could do in the explanation
of the passages referred to, and the
solution of the questions raised, thus
manifesting bis zeal and willingness
to do what he could for his soul-
sleeping theory; and how well he
has succeeded, the reader of his arti-
cle must judge. It is to be found
in the Recorper of March 30th.
For myself, I have doubted whether
a reply was called for, thinking no
Bible-read persen desiroug of know-
ing the truth could be injured by
expositions and answers so puerile
aed fallacious. But knowing the
‘proveness of man to imbibe error
rather than truth, and to take on
the last author read,: or speaker
heard, and be like friend Plainfield,
led astray from the truth, T have,
by your permission, concluded to
reply for the correction-of the er-
ring and the elightenmment of those
wishing to know the truth, but have
neither time nor means for a thor-
ough investigation. 1 shall not re-
ply to all bis arguments, as they are
too trifling, and besr on their very
face their own refutation. In my
article of March 23d, I endeavored
to show the impropriety of continu-
ing to refer to persons and things,
calling them by name, speaking of
their qualities, works and influences,
when for thousands of years they
have had no existence. Should our
san “be blown ount, wholly blotted
from God’s universe, would it be
consistent thousands of years after
to be talking of the sun and ite be-
nign influences on the earth and its
inhabitants, when really nosuch orb
was in being ? So we think it not
coceistent to speak of the ancient
worthies of either dispensation, if
notalive. If Abrabam, Isaac, Jacob,
Moses and Elijah, when they left the
world, passed out of existence, we
should cease to speak of them as we
do. But the Savior, while on earth,
declared positively to the leaders of
the old Sadoc tribe, who tried to
bother and ensnare him on this
point, that they were then living,
and upon no other consideration
could he, or would he, be called
their God; and when the Sadducees
(the materialists of that age) charge
him otherwise, he hurls back the
charge, accusing them of their igno-
rance both of the Scriptures and
God’s power. For though they had
passed from earth long since, they
weré still living. Of this, we have,
soon after, positive evidence in the
presence of the two latter, Moses
and Elijih, at the memorable scene
of Christ’s transfiguration, represen-
tatives of the law and prophets, or
the two past dispensations, while
Peter, James and John represented
the last, or gospel dispensation.
Here we have two guests from the
soul region, invited to this magnifi-
cent entertainment, holding, for the
first time, converse with the Savior,
and beholding what of heavenly
radiance they might be able to bear.
As evidence of the real presence of
Moses and Elijah, we have the testi-
mony of three of the most honored
of Christ’s disciples, who could not
be mistaken, nor testify falsely.
They knew they accompanied their
Master up Mount Tabor, and held a
prayer meeting; they were conscious
of the presence of these two men,
and had the honor of an introdue-
tion to them, and their ears did not
deceive them, as they heard them
converse with the Savior with re-
gard to his kingdom, and what would
be accomplished by his death. Sure-
ly, there could be nothing here vis-
ionary, for Peter moved that they
‘erect three dwellings for the com-
fort and accommodation of Christ
and his guests from the other side
of Jordan. Now. Moses had been
dead and baried some fourteen hun-
dred years, yet was present at
Christ’s transfiggration, We would
ask with what body did he appear,
(as my opponent will have it, that
he, with Samuel of old, was resur.
rected for the occasion,) in a cor-
raptible or incorruptible body ? It
must be one or the other; if in the
former he has suffered death twice,
for with such a body he could mnot
go up. If the latter, Paul made an
egregious blunder when he declared
Christ to be the first fruits from the
grave, glorified. - So he could come
in neither of these forms, bat in his
paradisical dress. Can Plainfield be
satisfied with apostolic. testimony,
or has he made 3 covenant with un:
belief? That- Abraham was a firm
and consistent believer of that doo-
trine, is very evident from the reo-
cord of his departare from earth, as
in Gen. 25: 8, He gave up the
-ghost, (died,) and was gathered to
his people.. Plainfleld, when asked
where were his people,_ replies in his
own burial ground, and waits for
' proof to the contrary. Would nota
proper acquaintance with the history
of Abraham and his people havesaved
him - from soch : exposure, for a

schoo} boy, of ordinary. abilities,

could see that dying and being
gatliered to a people or body of per-
sons, are two different things, for
the ‘meeting or rennion of kindred
could not take plaoe in the grave, as
none of them wer« iuterred inHebron,
no, not even in Canaan; and Sarah,
his wife, was the only inhabitant of
that sacred spot at this time; and if
the theory of my opponent be cor-
rect, they are still separate, and will
thus remain till the last trumpet
sounds, notwithstanding the Bible
says: “He was gathered already to
his people,” not in the grave as we
gee, but in the rest-land of the soub
not a place for siumber. He also

_disposes of the ‘case of Jacob and

his son Joseph in a'like senseless
manner. Jacob learning the sudden.
and horrid death of his favorite son,
says: “I will go down into the
grave, unto my son, mourning.”
Plainfield replies, when asked where
Jacob “expected to find J oseph
Jacob was mistaken, for Joseph was
not dead, and hence the desire and
resolve of Jacob was no proof of a
spiritual existence. But was it not
proof that Jacob believed in the

continued existence of the soul after
death ? If he did not thus believe,
why should he be 8o anxious to de-

_part this Jife. to find bis son? It

was not in the grave, surely, that he

‘expected to find him, for he was not

entombed, except in the bowels of
the ferocious beast; that is, to Jacob.
But had Josepk been laid iv the
grave, and Jacob had been laid in
the same sepulchre, he would not
have been any nearer his son than
before he “died, as the real Joseph
was not there; andif my opponent’s:
theory should prove true, Jacob
would find he was on a cold track,
and would not see his son till
dooms-day. But Jacob was mno
soul-sleeper, for he unhesitatingly
says, I will go down into sheol, (not
the grave,) unto my son, meaning
the receptacle of departed spirits,
without respect to character, mean-
ing the same in IIebrew, as hades
in  Greek, either of which should
seldon, if ever, be rendered grave
or hell; and for the sake of the un-
learned, it is much to be regretted
that our English translators have in
the rendering -of these words made
such mistakes, as some have through
them been led astray, not knowing
that these two words were synony-
mous, and meant the believer’s para-
dise and the virtuous philosopher’s
elysium, the only place where
Abraham expected to find his peo-
ple, and Jacob his son Joseph.

Of the reference to the return of
the sonls of the widow’s sops
through the intercessions of LElijah
and Elisha, and the return of the
spirit of Dorcas, Plainfield takes no
notice, and in silence also passes the
declaration of John, making happy
all those who die in the Lord; hence-
forth, (from the hour of death,)
their works, or rewards, fellowing
them.. Rev. 14: 13, Maybe he
thought these were rather hard nuta
for him to crack, as “ facts are stub-
born things.” But to -prove that
the soul at death goes with the body
into the grave, aud is no more till
the morning of the resurrection
dawn, he quotes Psa. 16: 10, “Thou
wilt not leave my sonlin hell, (grave
rather, says Plainfield,) nor suffer thy
holy One tosee corruption.” What
a criticism, and to what must we
attribute such gross mistakes, for
the word lades in the_original
meaus neither hell nor the grave, as
I bave already stated, but a place of
joyous rest for the pure soul, re-
leased from its prison of clay and
corruption; hell being the proper
rendering of gehenna, a place of un-
extinguished fires. Now my exam-
iner should have known that this
scripture had more particular refer-
ence to Christ’s burial and resurrec-
tion, for the apostle Paul says that
David died and saw corraption; but
with regard to Christ it was literal.
ly fulfilled, for his body in the grave
88w u0 corruption, neither -was his
soul abandoned to the underworld,

‘but on the third day it was honor-

ably and triumphantly escorted
back to take its now glorified body,
preparatory to his ascension. How
true the saying; that “a drowning
man will catch at a straw.” In the
committal of David and the Martyr
Stephen of their spirits, when dying,
into the hand of God, the question
was asked if God’s hand was in the
grave, to which Plainfield replies in
the afhrmauve, that it was every
where, and hence in the grave.
How logical. But one can net help
thinking what a mighty big and
strong hand he must have to hold
both the bodies and the souls of all
ages and nations that have gone
hence, and not be weary, if all of
them were as large gnd weighty as
some of our materialists around
boast of having, weighing from one
hundred aud fifty to two hundred
and fifty pounds, just the weight
and size of their bodies; hence they
are all" soul. We might suppose
such very companionable, if ‘the
good qualities of them were in pro-
portion to theirsize. Certainly they
should be very clever fellows. .
Touching the promise of Christ to
the penitent robber on the cross,
that he should that day be with him
in paradise, (Luke 23: 43,) and the
query where, Plainfield says the
paradise promised he had while on
the oross—the joy of pardoned sins,
Strange incongruity, sad perversion
of scripture, and painful to follow
such writers, and expose their igno-
rance or perversity.

of living or character ! David, while,
studying this point, cries out ex-
ultantly, “I will praise thee, O
Lord, for I am fearfully and wonder-
fully made;” yet with all the teach-
inge of God, and of wise and good
men,a nd the conceded fact,that “the
great study of man is man,” the ig-
norance prevalent at this age of the
world touching man’s organism, or
threefold nature, consisting of an
animal body, and soul, and an im-
mortal spirit, is lamentable and in-
excusable.  Introduce either of
these parts as a subject of couversa-
tion, and behold what manifest ig-
norance ! They seem to know less
of themselves than most of creatures
and things. This state of things
would not exist, did we study the
Word of God more closely, and try
prayerfully to get at the meaning of
the Savior’s and apostles’ utterances
relative to our component parts and
their destinies. If we attend close-
ly to their manner of conversation
relative to man, we shal! see that
they believed in a kind - of spiritnal
personality, ealled the inner man,
the hidden man, the spiritual man,
&e., words, to most in this age of
semi-infidelity, without

man lives within this natural body;
giving it life, power, and sense; and
it is always his spiritual e:_ve that
sees, his spiritual ear that hears, his
spiritual sense that takes cognizance
of all things about him. "But while
he lives in the material body, it is
only through the natural organs of
that body the eve can see, the ear
can hear, and for this purpose these
natural organs were exquisitly fitted
to the spirit orgauvs, which they
serve as instruments.

We
see, then, that the severance of the
interior of our nature from the ex-
terior and visible, in no sense infers
either the extinction or unconscious-
ness of the former; and the person
who should infer, in respect to an-
other person, that the faculty of vis-
ion was ntterly extinguished in him
because he had lost or mislaid his
spectacles, would support his posi-
tion by as good reasoning as soul-
sleepers support theirs,

Muine. :

The early laws of the State of
Maine did unot differ in substance
from those of the other New En-
gland States. The present law dif-
fers from those already given only
in some slight particalars. . Until
1864, sacred time, as fixed by law,
extended from midnight on. the
seventh day of the week to sun-
down on the first day of the week.
The present law fixes it from mid-
night to midnight. The usual pen-
alty for It.be violation of the law is
ten dollars. The law makes the
usnal exceptions in favor of those
who observe the seventh day of the
week.- (Revised Statutes of Maine,
of 1857, chap. 124, or Revised Stat-
utes of 1864, chap. 281.) '

Vermont.

The early Sunday laws of Ver-
mont are ¢ast in.the same rigid New
England mould. The laws of 1797,
1839, and 1862, are not materially
different from each other. - The
fines imposed by the modern laws
are more moderate than those of
1797. Norne of Lhem contain any
provisions in favor of those who
observe the seventh day. (Revised

Q. What code of laws did Christ remove at
his death?

A. The ceremonial, -or- ‘*hand-writing of
ordinances.” Col. 2:14-17.

Q. What **Sabbaths " belonged. to the cere-
monial law? )

‘A. The annual Sabbaths, as the first and last
days of the Passover; these, like other anni-
versary days, occurred on the same day of the
month, but not on one and the same day of
the week. Ex.12:16. Tho weekly Sabbath,
which always occurs on the seventh day of
the week, belongs to the moral law. Ex. 20:
8-11.

Q.. What change, if any, has the gospe] dis-
pensation made respecting the moral law ?

A. It changes. not the law itself, but the
method of administering it. It is now, with
spiritual power, to be addressed solely to the
understanding and conscience by preaching,
teaching, and pridctice, and is not to be ad-
ministered upon the person by theocratic and
ecclesiastical punishments. Matt. 5:19; Rom.
T:8-14;12:19.

DESTROYING WEEDS,

We have many inquiries for the
best way of destroying, certain
weeds. There are general princi-
ples, which, if comprehended, might
be reddily applied to any one indi-
vidually.
—anpnuals aud biconials, which are
spread by seeds; and creeping root-
ed perennials,which extend by the
roots. The former include rag weed,
fox-tail, pig-weed, purslane, cockle,
wild - mustard, shepherd’s purse,
chick-weed, red-root, wild camomile,
burdock, mullein, horse = thistle,
chess, etc.
weed, quick grass, Canada thistle,
toad-flax, ete. To kill the annuals,
the process is simple and alike for
nearly all—namely, to destroy them
Just as they are sbout to peep above
the surface, by harrowing, if in large
ficlds, or by the hand rake, in small-
gardens. Keep the surface con-
stantly clean and mellow; 1f you go
over it often, the weeds can never
‘get any headway; the soil will be
kept from crusting, and rendered in
excellent condition for crops. We
read lately of a farmer who had
become utterly discouraged with the
increase of weeds, bis summer fal-
low being encumbered with their
rank grewth equal to a ton per acre.
Now no good summer fallow ever
had a weed growing on it, the object
of a fallow-is to clear the gronnd,
and if necessary it should be stirred
up mellow as often as once a week
with a harrow or two-horse cultivat-
or. Always kill annual weeds be-
fore they come up. When the soil
is foul with their seeds, the stirring
process should be repeated many
times, until all are cleaned ont—
plow, harrow, cultivate; cultivate,
plow, barrow. In rome cases, it
may be expedient to keep a field in
summer fallow two successive years,
in order to clear 8ut all the eeeds;
in others, the clean and thorongh
calture - of hoed crops, or dense
broadcast seeding, may ¢ffect the

Au
unequal, prolonged war is the most
costly. Biennials are to be treated
nearly as annuals; but if they obtain
a foothold the first year by careless
management, they should be cut
below the surface early the second

Perennial rooted weeds, like the
milk-weed and Canada thistle, re-
quire a double treatment. They
must not be allowed to go to seed
atd spread in this way. After once
in possession, they are to hgve differ-
ent treatment from annuals. Asa
general rule, they are more easily
exterminated. They may be thor-
oughly destroyed in one season; the
seeds of annuals often require sever-
al years to free the soil from them.
Takin: Canada thistles as the repre-
sentative.of this class, the process
for their destruction is_exceedingly
simple—namely, smothering. We
find no difficulty and little expense,
in completely killing a patch be-
tween June 1st and October. Plow
under, deeply, thoronghly and with-
out any balks, so that no green
point of the plant can ever see -the
light, and three or four months wiil
do the thing completely. Thesame
treatruent will finish other creeping-
rooted weeds. A twelve-acre field
of quick grass was completely erad-
icated in one summer; but the plow
and harrow passed as often as once
a wek, -

‘One.of the most difficult weeds to
root out-and keep out is the ox-eye
daisy. ‘It'increases both by seeds
and roots, and it is spreading rapid-
ly all through the country. Yet
there are some.good farmers living
in regions where the country is all
white with them, who have not a
single plant of .this weed on their
farms. The remedies are summer
fallow, rotation with frequent hoed
crops, dense clover crops, and hand
pulling.
