LEITER FROM WB. CHINIQUY.

Mr. Chiniquy who three or four
years ago renounced Catholicism
and naturally brought upon himself
many persecutions for that act, has
been doing good service as evangel:
ist among his conntrymen of Cana-
da. We clip the most of a letter
addressed by him to the Montreal
Witness, which is deeply interest-
ing, as narrating incidents in his life
and work: :

Dear Sir and Brother in Christ,
—During the past few weeks not
less than 220 of my dear country-
wen have accepted the Savior and
have washed their robes in his blood,
and rejoiced in bis salvation; and,
what is still more glorious is that it

I am sorry that my time is
50 much taken by the enquirers,
from the early hours of the day till

I
have never had any cocfidence in
the black or white, or even red
scapularies which we can get for
twenty-five cents, to save. ng from
all the calamities of this world and
the temptations of Satan. I want
to be saved; my sins are a terrible
burden which I carry everywhere,
and whichk distress me; I want to
get rid of that Lurden; { feel I am
a lost sinner, but I want to be saved;
I knew you, and you knew me well,
when you were a young priest,
preaching in our cathedrals; I have
never lost my confidence in you;
you will not rebuke me. Oh! for
God’s sake, dear Mr. Chiniquy, have
pity on me, and tell me what 1 must
do to find pardon, peace, and salva-
tion.” - .

Three times that remarkable coun-
trywoman has come and filled me
with admiration of the elevation of
her thoughts, as well as for her sin-
cerity in her search after the truth.
Every time I have answered her
with “the help of God to my best
ability. Every time we have read
the Scriptures and prayed together,
till it became evident that the great
mystery of salvation throngh Christ
was revealed to that precious soul.
Never will I forget the solemn last
hour we passed together in medita-
tion and prayer. Never will I for-
get the burning expressions of her
gratitude and love to God, when
rising up with her face bathed with
tears she exclaimed: ‘Bless the
Lord, O my soul. This is the most
bappy hour of my life. I have
found my Savior. How precious he
is to me !” (

When she wrote her name in my
book, among those of her more hum-
ble countrymen and women to send
it to the bishop that he might know
her change, Isaw big tears trickling
on her cheeks; I asked her if she re-
gretted to put her name on that
document. ¢ No, sir,” she said,
“but I koow the terrible persecu-
tions which I will bave to suffer,
the humiliations I will have to bear;
and though I am ready to suffer
everything for my dear Savior’s
sake, poor human nature is natural-
ly struck with terror at the sight of
those conflicts.

DEAN STANLEY ON THE IDEA OF
IMMORTALITY.

As to the idea of a fature exist-
ence, Dean Stanley would have us
believe that we are more indebted
to the Pagan Greek mind than to
the divinely taught Hebrew mind.
But there is an alternative, viz., that
any one who believes that the He-
brew mind was * dark and vacant”
on this matter, has failed to discov-
er or rightly appreciate the light
which it enjoyed.

There was, as the Dean says, less
inquiry among the Hebrew writers,
bat it was, we believe, for the very
good reason that they possessed
knowledge, divinely communicated
knowledge, which rendered inquiry
like that of the pagan world super-
fluons if not absurd. In a word,
the Old Testament postulates future
existence as the basis of all the di-
vine commnunications it contaius.
When the living God opens his rev-
elution to men with the declaration
that they have been made in Ais
own likeness, for them to turn and
inquire of him if they are to live
more than the three score years and
ten of the body’s life, wounld be lit-
tle short of insult, When God said,
that Enoch walked with him and
was net, because he had taken him,
was a sacred writer to speculate
whether his sonl and body had both
retared to dust ?

When in death the patriarchs
were 8aid to be “ gathered to their
fathers,” can we imagine for & mo-
ment that their fathers’ bones in the
grave are all that was meant ? The
heathen Chinese of to-day mean
more than that. ;

We most often, perhaps, refer to
the future life a8 the scene of re-
ward and punishment. There is a
very good reason why this peculiar
form of the belief should not be
.prominent in- the Old Testament,
viz., that God all through it is a

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BEARING FALSE WITKESR.
BY REV. N. BEACH.

“A good name,” says the wise
preacher, *“is better than precious
ointment—rather to be chosen than
great riches;” and “loving favor,”
or the favorable regard that a good
‘name secures, *is rather to be chos-
en than silver and gold.” Tt is well
styled “the immediate jewel of the
soul.” ¢ The purest treasure mortal
times afford is spotless reputation.”
Such a name is of inestimable value
a8 8 source of present enjoyment.
It is also essential to usefulness.
If we would do good to our fellow-
me1, we must have their confidence;
and a'good name or an unblemished
character is the only sure basis of
-confidence. Those - who lose their
good name lose with it opportani:
ties and advantages of doing good
in the world. Because a good name
is 8o essential to.our comfort, peace,
and usefulness, it is carefully guard-
ed against injury. God has thrown
a shield about it and aimed the
thunders of his law against all who
dare to trifle with it. The ninth
commandment is designed to pro-
hibit every form of assault apon
character. It requires us (o have
the same tender care of a neighbor’s
good name as of our own, and the
most aggravated form of injury to
character is specified as the subject
of probibition. The form of sin
specifically forbidden is perjury or
false testimony, under oath, against
a neighbor. This is a sin not only
againstthe ninth commandmeut, but
also against the third; and agaiost
the sixth, if the false witness be
against a neighbor’s life; and
against the eighth, if it tend to in
jure his.estate—a sin of fearful mag-
nitude and marked with the special
repiobation of God.

But the prohibition of the ninth
commandment is not limited to this
form of sin. Tts anthoris a Ged of
truth and without iniquity, to whom
lying lips are an abomination. His
demand of all is that, putting away
lying, they should speak every one
trath with his neighbor. Speaking
the truth in his heart is a promincnt
feature of the good man’s character,
as'drawn by the pen of inspiration.
And this command requires -the
maintaining and promoting of truth
between man and man, and of our
own and our neighbor’ good name;
and forbids whatsoever is prejudi-
cal to truth or injurious to a neigh-
bor’s reputation, It prohibits false-
hood in every form. It is not strange
that one precept of the Decalogue
should prohibit that siv, so common
among men—oze of the earliest
manifestations of human depravity,
Aa sin so pernicious in its «ffects upon
society. .

Lying is the handmaid of Fraud,
and is resorted to as the meauns of
concealing other sins.. Thus Cain
gought to conceal the murder of his
brother, and Anavias and Sapphira
their covetousness. How many and
dark are the. crimes just now con-
cealed from the knowledge of men
only by falsehoods !” Bat, however
this may shield evil-doers from the
censure of men, it can not shield
from the knowledge or the wrath of
God.

The ninth commandment forbids
all false promises, whether uttered
deliberately or carelessly. To prom-
ise with no intention or.rational
hope of being able to fulfill is to de-
ceive; and to deceive, either inten-
tionally or carelessly, is the essence
of the sin of falsehood.

But the leading design of this
command is to shield the reputation
of men from wanton injury. Of
course, it prohibits slander. The
-tongue or the pen is generally the
instrament of slander. But one may
slander another by silence—by lis-
tening silently to a ramor known to
be false and injurious, with no ef-
‘fort to stop it. The slanderer fab-
ricates an evil report against one
whom he hates, and is responsible
for whatever mischief it occasions,
But he is not alone responsible, nor
in all cases most criminal. Both the
guilt and the mischief of repeating
a slander and giving it currency
may be greater than that of invent-
ing it. The spirit with which it is
repeated may be more malicions
than that which originated it, and
the results vastly worse than the in-
ventor could have accomplished.
He may be ignorant and thought.
1-ss, without consideration or char-
acter. But the repeater may have
intelligence and reputation, and be
able to comprehend the evil effect
of the slander that he repeats, and
yet may find a base and malicious
satisfaction in giving it the widest
possible curreacy. Thus, while not
guilty of forging a slander, he may
be more criminal than the forger,
because he acts with more intelli-
‘gence, deliberation, and malice.
& Calumny,” it is well said, * would
starve and die -of itself if nobody
took it in and gave it lodging.
When malice pours it out,.if all ears
be shut against it, and there be no
vessel to receive it, it would fall
like water to the ground and could
no more be gathered.” L

The spirit of this comma‘.nd may

evil report that is true, If we know
of the wrong-doing of another, and,
instead of seeking to reclaim him
by kind and private effort, pass him
by and publish his fault, to injure
him, our malicious intention makes
us guilty while uttering only what
is true. For we are bonnd not only
to speak the trath, but to speak itin
love. While we are publishing a
neighbor’s tault with exultation and
to his injury, we know not but he is
painfully sensible of it, and mourn-
ing over it before God and seeking
and finding forgiveness. .Though
we mingle commendation with our
censure and express regret that the
good of a neighbor is so marred by
evil, we are still breaking this com:
mand; for such commendation and
regrets are but the sugariug of the
pill of slander to disguise the mali-
cious intent with which it is circu.
lated, and make men swallow it
more readily. The love that is. the
fulfilling of the law of God, will
‘never prompt nor allow us.to pub:
lish & neighbor’s faults but from a

| resented, uee no crooked means to

Maltitudes are swayed in their
action by prejudice or party spirit;
and prejudice is always blind, lead-
ing the judgment astray from trath
and right. Party spirit, whether in
pohtics or religion, is a selfish, lying
spirit, never prompting nor allow-
ing those under ils influence to deal
fairly and honorably with any to
whom they are_opposed.

How seldom are men found striv-
ing lawfully, doing justly, and gov-
erning their conduct by the law of
God ! That reqnires parlies en-
gaged in controversy fairly to state
each other’s opinions before proceed
ing to controvert them, and to give
due weight to each other’s argu-
ments, But this ‘is almost never
done. Even in religions controver-
8y the parties are very apt to.mis-
represent each..cther’s yiews; and
the political si¥tfe thut. oftén Tages
with such violeiide is to'a. great ex-
tent a warwponi character, in which
trath is recklessly trodden in the
dust, Political parties misrepresent
each other; the worst opinions and
practices and motives are by each
ascribed to the other:

Each party is to all who are not
of it as Nazareth was to the Jews—
a body in which notbing good can
dwell and out of which nothing
good can come, ¢ All is fair,” itis
said, “in politics.” Who expects
to find the pure trutb, the whole
truth, or any considerable part of it
in a partisan newspaper? Who ex-
pects a candidate for public office,
however virtaous he may be, to es-
cape abuse from political enemi.s?
Though he be chaste as ice and pure
88 810w, he shall not escape calum-
ny. Many are disposed to judge
their fellow-men not by the simple
and unerring standard that God has
given us, but each by his own
standard or that of his party. It
matters not how unblamable one’s
life may be, nor how active and con-
gistent and efficient his piety, if he
can not pronounce the shibboleth of

evil. Such a course is .a breach of
the ninth commandment; is bearing
false witness against men.

It is wrong to war npon any man’s
character and cover it with reproach
simply because he differs from us
concerning the mode of accomplish-
ing a good end.  Paul and Barna-
bas differed concerning the expedi-
enoy of a certain conrse in fulfilling
their commission. - The contention
between them was sharp, but very
short—a mere.paroxysm. They did
not stop to battle and denounce
each other; nor did they separate,
burling anathemas at each other.

This commandment not only for-
bids all effort to injare a neighbor’s
good - name, but requires us, as far
#s-in gar- power, ,{Qg;_shield 4t from-
injury, to rescue it from any unjust
imputation under which it suffers,
to cherish the same tender regard
for a neighbor’s character as for our
own. Like every other command
of God, it is exceedingly broad. If
we candidly judge ourselves and
our fellow-men-in the light of this
precept, we can not avoid the con-
clusion stated in Scripture—that
“there is not a just man on earth
that doeth good and sinneth not.”

David resolved to take heed to
his ways, that he sinned not with
his tongue; a resolution that it
would be well for us all to adopt, in
the fear and tho- strength of the
Lord. The late peril of our nation
that made 80 many wise and good
men feel anxious, was largely the
fruit of falsehood, uttered by the
tongue and the pen. The political
atmosphere was so. thick with false-
hood that none could see_clearly
whither we were, drifting. As we
love God, or our fellow-men, or our
country, we should all'avoid a lie as
we would the lake in which God
says all liars shall have their part.—
Independent. :

N0 ARMOR FOR THE BAOK

That the Sabbath day
appointed in the fourth command-
ments was the one blessed and sanc-

tified at the beginning, is too clear
to be mistaken by any one, nnless
one has a theory that demands dark-
ness here rather than light for its
defense. - We are aware that the
national existerice 0Pthe Jews dates
from their exodus from Egypt, and
that their years and months are
reckoned accordingly; but not their
week. Inasmuch as their God wae
the one who made the world; it was
-should be
something in their system fo
connect them with him as such cre-
ator, and nothing could do this like
the weekly period with its Sabbath.
The plan of creation, as is repre-
sented in Genesis, is, that in the
makivg of the world, Jehovah em-
ployed six days, and then added
one of rest. That this arrangemént
was in the interest of humanity is
cléar. This is the divinely-ordered
week, with its six days of toil and
oneof rest. This weekly cycleis the
one that belongs to this world,dating
from its beginning; and, of -necessi-
ty, must continne to its close, It is
the week of all dispensations, be-
cause it is the world’s week. This
week, with its crowning Sabbath,-is
the divinely appointed witness to
the truth of the creation narrative,
and to abolish it is to confess that
narrative false. To .suppose that
God, after he had given the warld
this witness of his work and of his
trinmph over every obstacle in crea-
tion, would remove this sign, would
be to -charge him with weakness
and falsehood. It would be a re-
canting of all he had said in respect
to oreation, the end of which would
bean utter overthrow of the idea of a
God. Butit'wasin vindication of this
idea of the God of creation that the
Jewish nation was formed, an out-
growth of which was the idea of re-
‘demption. To make the idea of re-
demption the destruction of the doc-
trine of creation is to array God
against himself, But we have nev-
er yet seen a single Scripture evi-
dence in' favor- of ~the state-
ment that, in the formation of the
Jewish nation, God gave them a
new weekly cycle. ' It is easy to
cotitrive theories, and offer in their

a. change of calendar involves a
change in the weekly reckoning,
which is a mistake. IntheDoctor’s
attempt to support his theory of a
change in the weekly reckoning un-

 der the Christian dispensation, and

also a change of the Sabbath, he re-
lies essentially on a translation of
eis mian sabbaton, Matt. 28: 1, and
kindred passages, namely, Mark 16:
2 and 9 (which, by the way, onght
not to be quoted on account of its
doubtful character), Luke 24: 1,
John 20: 1 and 19, Acts 20: 7, and 1
Cor. 16. 2,which renders the passage
named, * On one of the sabbaths,”
and then by an interpretation mak-
ing this phrase ““one of the sab-
baths” mean the new or ¢ Christian
Sabbath "—the first day of the
week. Bunt there are insurmount-
able difficulties in the way.of this
translation and interpretation. One
of the requisites of a goed transla-
tion is that it makes sense, which
we are sme thisdoes not. Let us
see. “And late in the Sabbath,
a8 it was dawning into ‘one of the
sabbaths’” Matt. 28: 1. Now
what sense ia there in that, even if
it be an exact rendering of the orig-.
inal Greek ? Thatit does not make
gense, every one can see. Looking
at such a passage, the reader in-
stinctively asks,What does it mean ?
Of course we mean the ‘Englich
reader. As then this rendering de-
mands, in order to be understood,
an explanation, ‘it amounts te no
rendering. - What is wanted, then,
is a rendering that tells exactly
what happened. This does no
wrong; because it tells the simple
truth, That it is allowable accord-
ing to the rules of the Greek gram-
mar to- translate the passage “on
one of the sabbaths ” is not what we
eare to deny, but what we say is,
that sach a translation makes no
sense. The only object any onecan
have in vindicating this rendering
is to justify the use of the word
Sabbath, in. its application to the
first day of the week; but when an
object is geined by such a method
the effect after all is lost by the re-
ccil. It is as when the marksman,
in order to make his fowling-piece
throw ite contents a great distance,
overcharges it, giving it when dis-
charged a return movement that
pushes the /hunter instead of pierc-
ing the game. The fact anderlying
this question is simply this: either
at a late hour of the Sabbath or an
early hour ou the first day of the
week, or both, some persons visited
the sepulchre, and the object of the
parrative is to record this, and our
translators sought to give such a ren-

convey a correct idea of the trans-
action. Nor is there any difference
of opinion, at least none to any ex-
tent, so far as we are Jinformed,

among those who write what is
called New Testament Greek on this
subject. Every lexicon and gram-
mar of New Testament Grrek es-
gentially justities King James’s
translators. To thisalso every trans-
lator agrees of whom we have any
knowledge, as also does every com-
mentator. Perhaps it will not be
amiss to quotg a few of these. For
the saks of brevity, we will only
quote on Matt. 28: 1.

Wycliffe’s translation eays: “Bat
in the euentide of the -Saboth, that
begynneth to schipe in the firat dai
of the wike.,” Tyndale reads: The
Sabboth daye at even, which daun-
neth the morrowe after theSabboth.”
Cranmer has it: .“ Vpon an euening
of the Sabbathes, which- dawneth
the - fyrst daye of the Sabboths”
The Genevan says: “ Aboutthe lat-
er ende of the Sabbath day, when
the first day of the weeke began to
dawne.” The Rheimish version has
it thus: * And in the euening of the
Sabhoth which dawneth on the first
of the Sabboth” (or week). The
anthorized version has it: *“In the
ende of the Sabbath, as it began to
dawne towards the first day of the
week.” Murdock’s translation of
the Syriac renders the passage thus:
“ And i the close [evening] of the
Sabbath, as the fi.st [day] of the
week began to dawn.” Folsom has
it: © And late in the Sabbath, at the
dawning into [the] first [day] of the
week ” Dean Alford has it: “Now
io the.end of the Sabbath, as it be-
gan to dawn toward the first day of
thie “week:”~“Tischondorf justifies
the common translation. Conant
says: * Apd late in the Sabbath, as
it was dawning into the first day of
the week.” Lange, at great length
and with much lesrning, defends
_the. common translation, as also
does Dean Alford. The same. is
"also true of Dr.-Hackett, Rev. Rob-
ert Jamieson, D. D., Rev. A. R.
Faucett, A. M, and Rev. David
Brown, D. D. _ And in this connec-
tion, we repeat that, so far as our
knowledge extends, every grammar
and lexicon of Vew Testament Greek
justifies the translation above cited.
But we should add that each one of
these authors observes the first dey,
and therefore has an interest in giv-
tingis all possiblefavor,in their works.
It it were lawful to favor the idea of
a first day Sabbatb, it is reasonable
to suppose they would have done
#o; but mot ‘having done so, whas
follows ? Simply ‘this: no eupoort
can be found for it.

he has a first day or Christian Sab-
bath. But as we have shown that
the scholarship of - the Christian
world is agaiost him in his transla-
tion, it follows that the argument
built upon it falls with it. And
yet, it is important to notice anoth-
er element in his reasoning, and
that is, where he attempts to show
that Christ after his resurrection
held meetings with his disciples en
the two first days next succeeding
this event. But did Christ hold
these meetings with hig discipies ?
We “say most emphatically he did
not. And we add that there is no
account that he ever held one meet-
ing with his disciples in the light
part of the first day of the week
for any purpese whatever. In the
evening of the day following the
announcement of his resurrection,
his disciples were gathered in
their own room, for their even-
ing repast, not believing the re-
port that he had risen; and while
disputing with the two brethren
from Emmaas on this very question,
Christ appeared among them and
reproved them for their unbelief.
See Mark 16:14. Certainly there is
here no meeting in the ordinary
gense of the phrase. And let it be
especially noticed that the disciples
could not have come together out
of respect to Christ’s resurrection,for
they did not at this time believe
that he had risen. The statement
that the second notice of the dis-
ciples being with him again, (John
21:28,) was on the first day of the
week is not well supported, nor is
there any intimation that they were
gathered for a religious parpose,
and especially is there no hint that
they had comqftogether on account
of the sacreduness of this day or for
any- kindred purposs. The state-
ment that according to the castom
of Jewish speakings the phrase
“after eight days,” meant the next
first day, as it scems to us,is an error.

Let ue see. The apostollc family-
gethermg first mentioned was on
the evening following the first day
of the week, and the one next named
was ‘“after eight days ™ from this.
Now, how could this be on the next
first day, when there are only seven
days in a week? Bat to show that
it was not the next first day, but at
a later time, we offer the following
conclusive testimony: In the ac-
count given of Christ’s transfigura-
tion by Matthew and Mark, both
say, “ And after six days,” but Luke,
speaking of the same eveant, says,
“And about an eight days after.”
Now if the phrase, after six days i
eqasl to abont eight days, how can
after “eight days” be just one
week'? But what should utterly
forbid the use of these passages as
the Doctor and others employ them
is, that they were not religjious meet-
ings at all. '
giving of thanks at the meal of
which - they partook; and besides,
there is no reason in supposing that
any religious service was attended
st all. But one thing at least is
certain, and that is, that they did
not on the first occasion come to-
gether on account of their Lord’s
resurrection, for the very good rea-
son that they did not believe he had
risen.

Nor is the time
of Christ’s resurrection dwelt upon
in the New Testament, but the fact
of his resurrection is mentioned as
of the highest importance. Indeed,
the exact time in which the great
event occurred i3 not once men-
tioned. When the first visitors
came to his tomb, which was late in
or after the Sabbath, he had aiready
risen and gone, Matt, 28 : 1-7;

Mark 16 : 2-7; Luke 24 :1-g, and
John 20 : 1, 2.  The idea that meet-
ings were held by the disciples in
memory of Christ’s resurrection is
purely a thing of the imagination.
Not an instance of this kind is're-
corded. Nor do the Scriptares ap-
point the keeping of -a day for the
celebration of either the death or
resurraction of Christ, and yet both
these events are kept in memory by
ordinances appointed for this pur-
pose.

clear.. But as there is a fraction of
a week of ‘oné day over fifty-two
weeks in the yéar, it is impoasible to
see that the fifteenth of Abib is an-
nually pinned down to the seventh
day. But this annnally pinning
down the fifteenth of Abib to the
seventh day is necessary to the final

his theory. .Geén. 1: 26, 27, shows
that the creation of man was the
first work of the sixth day, and no
the last. After men were created
‘God blessed them, and instructed
them: ¢“Be fruitful, and multiply
‘and replenish the earth, and subdue
it.” After that, he gave dominion
over all other creatures, and then
assigned their food and the food of
all other creatures. All this was
after man’s creation on the sixth

day.

was the first named work of that
day. His next proposition is not;
therefore, true: that the seventh
from the beginning of creation musf
have been the first of his exlstence
and God’s seventh day man’s first
day. Dr. Aker asserts the same
error, Biblical Chronology, page
111. The object of Mr. Faller, evi

was sanctified and blessed, and that
the present first day is identical w1th
the one blessed and sanctified in the
beginning. But his propositions
not being true to fact, his conclu
sions from them are also tntrue
His proposition makes two different
weeks of time, beginning and end
ing differently. By reckoning the
Sabbath from man’sweek, and noti
God’s, he sets aside the commemoras
tive character of God’s holy 'day.
But God blessed the day of his rest,
and not the day of man’s creation.
He enjoined " the Sabbath rest to
perpetuate the remembrance of his
rest from his work, without -any
relerence to the time of man’s cre-
ation. God’s seventh day was not
man’s first day, but his second day.

His first proposition, that the first
six days belonged to eternity and
not to time, does not harmonize with:
the record of those days, for they
are all' marked by the dlvmon,
“evening and morning,” or in com-
mon language now used, night and
day. Eternity has no such divisfon.
Time has. The six days belonged
to time, and not to eternity.

The several propositions on which
Mr. Fuller bases hia argument, be-
ing unsound, leaves his theory with-
out foundation, a complete failure,

The next main point in the arga-
ment is that the Sabbath was set
one day back to the Jews, while it
remained the same to all others.
Mr. Meade, early in the seventeenth
century, asserted that this change
took place at the passage of the Red
Sea.

Dr. Jeonings asserts that the
change took place at the fall of the
manna, =

Dr. Aker asserts that the change
took place on the day that Israel
left Egypt.

Mr. Faller asserts that this change
was made from the first day to the
seventh, and not from the seventh
to the sixth, as all the others claim.

If any change from the original
institution was made, it would be so
clear that all could understand it.
* God blessed the sevcath day and
sanctified it,” is the very plain lan-
guage of the institution of the Sab-
bath. 'If God intended to change
it, he would have used language
equally explicit, so as to leave no
doubt of his intentions, These four
champions of the change are unable
to.agree as to the time of the change;
and not one of them refers to any
language that authorizesit. One of
them asserts it was at Rameses, an-
other asserts it was at the Read Sea;

- neas of Sin, at the fall of manna,
Which shall we believe? What a
pity it is that neither was able to
prove at what time and place it oc-
curred, and quote the divine lan-
guage that authorized it. Asitis,
we are as much in the dark as be-
fore they asserted without proving
.the change. Unless they can agree
upon the time and language of the
change, they bave no claim to our
faith againat the Word of -God:
*The seventh day is the Sabbath of
‘the Lord thy God.”

Aride from the entire lack of
proof of the change, and the disa-:
greement as to time and placé of
the asserted change, there are diffi-
culties - connected withthe theory
worthy of notice.

Under his first proposrtlon, M-.
Fuller proves conclusively from the
Seriptures a perpetualiweekly Sab-
bath. He sustains this well from
‘history, referring to Josephus, Sel-
den, Philo, Aristobulus, Calmet,
Clemens, Alexandrinus, Greek poets,
Homer, Hesiodus, Linus, and to the
Chaldeans, Egyptians, Greeks, and
Romans, After establishing . so
completely this fact, it is amusing
to see his manipulations, to work out
‘his theory.

THE SITE FOR AN APPLE OROHARD,
BY ALEXANDER HYDE.

The apple is the hardiest of fruits,
add will produce remuuerative crops
if planted in'any but an extremely
dry or extremely wet soil. It is,
however, a great mistake tosuppore
that the site of an orchard is not of
great importance. . An apple is an
apple, and a crop is a crop, but not
every appleis a good one, nor every
crop an sbundant one. While a
kind Providence has ordered-that
this staple frait will grow in almost
every locality in which man can
live, still it has its favorite homes.
When alone, it will develop. in all
its Inxuriance. We have seen an
apple tree growing in a barren,rocky
pastare, browsed upon by the cattle
every year, but still determined to
live_and bear frnit. Shortened in
by the incisors of ‘the cows, it be-
came dwarfed and stocky, leoking
more like a hedge:-plant or a hedge-
hog than a tree; but live.and bloom
it would, though .never a solitary
apple graced it branches. This is
an example of the life of an apple
tree under difficulties which. wonld
totally discourage other varieties of
fruit, .
"We notice that most persons se-
lecting a site for .an orchard choose
a warm, sandy loam, and a. low,
sheltered locality. The young trees
do come forward more rapidly in
.} such a soil and site, but_onr, obser-
vation is at fault if the largest,
longest-lived, and most prodactive
trees are not found growing on clay
loams and more elevated positions,
We must remember that in planting
an apple orchard, we are planting
what will be, or should be, drawing
nourishment from the soil for a cen-
tury, and  hence this soil must not
be of a light and frivolons charac-
ter, but strong, capable of sustain-
ing trees for four, five, and even six
score years. A tree can not wander
around in search of food, as does an
0%, but must remain stationary, aud
take what its rovtlets ean find in a
limited space. - It is, therefore, of
the utmost importance that the soil
for an orchard: shonld be naturally
strong, clayey rather than sandy,
moist rather than dry, and capable
of absorbing much feriilizing ma-
terial ‘from the air. - We are satis-
fied: that a deep, strong, clayey
loam, well scasoned with the salts
of lime, potash, soda, 204 magnesia,
and elevated above the general lavel
of the surrounding country, is the
true site for an orchard, producisg
the largést trees, the most abundant
.crops, and the highest-flavored frait.
The worst site, but one quite fre-
quently selected, is a deep valley,
in which is a small stream of water:
‘or a muck swamp, In sucha local-
ity we have known the frosts to lin-
ger'a fortnight later-in the Spring,
-and to‘return a fortnight earher in
the Fall! than on the neighboring
bills. To secure .apples in perfeo-
tion of size, color, and flavor, wé

CURE TOR DIPHTHERIA,

A correspondent of a Victoria
paper writes: Should you or any of
your family be attacked with diph-
theria, do not be alarmed, as it is
easily and speedily cared.without a
doctor. When it was raging in
England a few years ago, I accom-
panied Dr. Fields on his rounds to
witness the so called- “wonderful
care” he performed,. while the pa-
tients of others were dropping on
all sides. ‘The remedy to be so rap-
id must be simple.
with bim was powder of sulphur and
a quill, and with these he oured
every patient, without““exception.
He put a teispoonful of flonr of
brimstone into a wineglass of water,
and stirred it with his finger instead
of a spoon, as the sulphur does not
readily amalgamate with ~water,
When the sulphur was well mixed,
he gave it as a gargle, and in ten
minutes the patient was out of dan-
ger. Brimstone kills every species
of fungus in man, beast, arid plants
in a few minutes, Instead of spit-
ting out the gargle, he recommended
the swallowing of it. In extreme,
cases, in which he had been called
just in the nick of time, when the
fungus was too nearly closing to al-
low the gargling, he blew. the sul-
phar through a quill into the pa-
tient’s throat, and after the fungus
had shrunk to allow- of it, then the
gargling. “He never lost-a’ patient
from" diphtheria, If a patientcan
not gargle, take a live coal, puf.it
on a shovel, and sprinkle a spogn- |-
ful or two of flour of brimstone up-
onit. at a, time; let the snfferer in-
hale it, holding the head over it,.
and the fongus will die. If plenti-
fully"ased, the whole room may be
filled almost to suffocation; the- pa--
tient can walk about in it, inhaling
 the fumes, with the doors and win-
dows shut. The mode of fumigat-
ing a room with sulphur has often
cured most violent attacks of cold
in the head, chest, etc., at any time,
and is recommended in cases ‘of
