‘The fact
that Dr. Murphy’s rendering -is ap-
pealed to clearly indicates that the
text as it stands in the accepted
translation is not considered to be
clearly favorable to the view ad:
vanced. We are utterly at a loss,
however, to see how the ‘rendering
quoted helps the oase in the least:
Indeed, the only -difference - which
we can discover in the two versions

construction, and justly open to the
charge of being poor Eglish.- Therg
does not appear to be even a shad
of difference in meaning,  But if
Dr. Murphy’s rendering did in any
way favor Eld, W s view, it is
clear that it counld 0ot be considered
as reliable evideénce, since it is vexy
evident that the translator bad a
theory to maintain, and endeavored
to make his translation to fit his
theory. The Word of God has often
suffered violence in this way, and
hence it is but just that care should
be exercised in the selection of an-
thorities on such points.

Having thus seen that even when
viewed in the most favorable light,
the argument is.a weak one, and,
really, altogether. lacking in point,
let us now coneider the facta in the
case. . Eld. W. makes everything
turn npon the word day. That the
word does not mean a twenty-four
hour day is evident from the text

itself, as will be seen by any one

who has a reference Bible and will
take the trouble to turn to Gen. 2:
17.. (The words of the text are,
“Thou shalt surely die,” margin,
“ Dylng, thou shalt dip.” The ob-
vious meaning of the text is, that in
consequence of eating of the forbid-
den fruit, man would pass into a
state subject. to-death, ¢ dying, thou
shalt die.” What is meant by death
is explained in Gen. 3:19. “Daust
thou art, and unto dust shalt thou
retarn.”; Bat the last vestige of
even apparent support for the theo-
ry advanced by Eld. W. is removed
when we learn by an examination of
the original of the word day, He-
brew, yokm, aud its use in the Bible,
that the sacred writer had no refer-
ence whatever to a period of twenty-
four hours, but nsed the word in the
gense of time. An instance of this
use of the word is found-in the very
same chapter which contains the text
under consideration. Gen. 2: 4, 5:
*In the day that the Lord God made
the earth, and the heavens, and ev-
‘ery plant of the field before it. was
inthe earth, and .every. herb of. the
field before it grew,”.ete. If Eld.
W. will insist. that the word day

must allow that there is a direct con--
tradiction between the firat ind seo-
ond chapters of Genesis, since the |.
text describes at least the work of
the first three days of creation week.
If Eld. W. does.not accept the liter
al-day theory of . creation week, his
difficulty becomes still greater; for

;| he must then maintain that the work

of three lomg, indefinite periods: i'p
described in Gen. 2: 4 -as being ac-
complished. in the short period of
twenty-four hours. . On the other
baund, it be admits,  as: undoubtedly
e will, that the word * day " in Gen.
2: 4 means time, and does not mean
twenty-four hours, then consistency
will compel him: to abandon the po

-sition which hé has taken respeoting
the meaning of. the .same. word in
verse 17 of the same chapter. The
position taken by Eld. W. is not
generally supported either by He-.
brew.scholars or Brbhcal commenta-
tors. :

“ Wherefore, as by one man sin en-
tered into the world, and death by
sin, and so’ death passed upon all
‘men.” Adam, having brought him-
gelf into a dying state, could trans:
‘mit to his posterity no bigher nature
than he possessed; hence sall the
race have been mortal, subject to
death. But when Adam was put
upon a new probation, it was also as
the federal head of the human race;
hence, we all, though subject to-
death as Adam was after the fall,
are also on probation, as he again
was after the plan of - salvation sa-
pervened And the death we now

die is not the result of the sins
.which we commit in our own per-
sons, but i8 entailed nupon .us as - the
resnlt of Adam’s transgression in the
manner above stated.

12: 40), “ AsJonah was
three days and three nights in the
whale’s belly, !e0-shall the Son of
man be three days and: three nights
in the heart of the earth,” We find
the fact ‘alladed to by the Savior,
expressed in the following language,
« Jonah was in tlie belly of the fish
three daya and three nights.” Jonah
1:.17. Is there anything'in the word
of God that can .lead justly :to the
conclusion that the time Jonah speny
within the fish, was 1éss ‘than three
‘days and three nights ? If there is;
where!ie it to be found ? Suppose,
then, that the language of inspira.

.| tién nowhere denotes that the time

of Jonah’s burial within the fish was
less ‘than  three days and three
nights, how can the conclusion be
avoided that the sepunlcher contained
the body of Jesus.the same length
of time? _Neither you, Messrs,
Editors, nor your readers, need un:

indulge the hope that the necessary
facilities will-be afforded by the de-
nomination.” Bro. Wardner wrote
that the American Episcopalians had
received sixteen converts into church
fellowship, ‘most . of “‘whom ' were
‘members of their school, and an ac.
count of Mrs. Wardner’s labors as
teacher, had been published in the
REcorDEE of Deo, 13th, 1849, With
the feeling of the Board that there
should be a judicious expenditure of
money for the support of schools,
that they should be thoroughly re-
‘ligious, and that the preaching of
the gospel should be considered the
nidesionary’s ‘great object, we heart-
ily agree; but what an honorable
position is' that " which is even seoc-
ondary/to preaching Christ!  The
chapel had been formally opened on
Sixth-day evening - before the first
Sabbath of 1849, and the audience
nearly.filled the room. A letter
written in March stated that the av
erage attendance had been about
fifty in evening service, and twenty:
five in the morning; but sometimes
one hundred were present, and once
there were one handred and thirty.
The theme of the preachers was the
law of God, as the standard of right
and the instrament of condemnation,
and Jesus Christ the friend of sin-
ners. ‘ ‘ ’
Tracts, copies of the Bible, and
other books, were greatly needed by
the missionaries, and they had un-
dertaken the preparation of some
tracts at their own expense, before
learning of a small appropriation
made by the Board ($100); which
they themselves felt ought to have
been much larger. In the work of
translating and ciroulating the
Seripgures among the Chinese, the
missionaries of different denomina-
tions appear to have counseled to-
gether in regard to means and meas-
ures, and our brethren found it im-
possible to protect the interests of
of the true Sabbath, the translations
being made on the basis of a Sun-
day Sabbath. o

‘gesis of* the, designated -portion of
/Seripture, setured the geography,
‘history, &ec., counected with the
‘lesgon; théy are preparéd to ‘teach.
Notéo. The Sabbath-school teacher
¢an carry ‘over into the Aearss of his
olass only:so mach of the lesson as
‘he has i his own heart. You see I
make a‘distinotion ' between 'head
‘and heart: "It is-one thing to have

to teach, for he can impress the
hearts of others only as his own
heart is profoundly moved.

~ WAt otr Sabbath-schools need is
teachers of deep piety, hearts that
are molten love, from which flow
.out burning streams that melt their
way*i’nto the hdrdened and indiffer-
ent hearts of others. Deep piety,
sincere feeling, profound conviction;
are easily discerned, and by none
‘more readlly than by children. The

cessful teacher, and withiout them no
one can'succeed in doing God’s’ work
in the Sabbath-gchool.
