“ Receive with meekness the engrafted
word, which is able to save your sonls.”—
James 1: 21, o

Instructing people throngh the
ministry was of early origin; and
since the commencement of the gos-

‘the world. James was one of the
mnamber who early and willingly en-
:gaged in the work.” The doctrine of
the eross had been preached among
that people, and with propriety
those laborers were irquiring wheth-
er they had given heed to those
things that they had heard; -or were
they as the man who sees his face
in the glass and then forgets how he
appears ? . ]
_All who. had received the Word
were fruitfal in every good word
and work. Their Christian graces
gave power to all their ministra-
tions. The message of grace is as
unchangeable as its Author, for it
is the wisdom of God and the power
of God. It is the great lever.with
~which the world is to be overturned.
There are some who partially receive
those truths, bat are unwilling tocon-
fess them, hence they have nosaving
There are those who pas
sively receive the gospel, and yet
are not Christians. They give heed
to other teachings, the doctrine of
deceivers, busybodies, who are
teaching for doctrine the command-
ments of men; such are deceived
and are deceiving others. James
exhorts them 1n the passage read to
sreceive the truths thus presented in
love, for they are the truths of
God, that are able to bunild them up
and give them an- inheritance
-among them that are sanctified,
The engrafted Word, the true
‘Word of the kingdom, the Word')
that is Spirit and life, let that be
the Word preached, aud let those
who hear “take heed how they
hear.” ,
Dootrine of the text—the relation
between preaching and hearing. To
preach the gospel is a sacred duty;
it is of divine appointment; it is of
heavenly origin, proclaimed by an-
gels until committed to earthen ves-
selg, that the excelléncy might be of
God, and not of men. It is the
great and efficient ageney or instru-
ment to bring a revolted world back
to God. It has not ‘been confined
‘entirely to the Christian dispensa-
tion. When the Jews returned from
Babylon, Ezra assembled them in
the streets of Jerusalem, and ascend-
ing a palpit of wood, where he conld
be seemand heard, preached to them
out of God’s Holy Law, and. gave
to them the interpretation, that they
might understand what was re-
quired of them. From that time on
to the present, men have been, by
God and his church, called into ihe
_gospel ministry. o
In the New Testament dispensa-
‘tion, with what beauty and harmony
-has it been arranged for the well-
wordering of God’s house and the
salvation of asinful world: Inevery
#ge there have been those whose
work has been “to preach the en-
grafted Word; and there have al-
ways beon some to.hear and receive
it into good and honest. hearta.

Various are the gifts given to the
charch; all are not the same, yet
they all barmonize, in order to ac-
complish one great end—the salva-
tion of the lost, '

* That you may be successfiil in the
ministry, it is needfal - that "you
should get the ears of the people.
Therefore s minister should be a
man of commendable address, with
promieing talents, and of geuneral
information; too many hands-have
been laid “upon ignorant skulls
that can not teach and "will not
learn.” Many have commienced ‘in
the ministry whose eatly advantages
bave been very limited, who, by in-
dustry, application, and God's bless-
ing, have been useful in the world,
and are men of whom we are not
ashamed; their praise is in all the
churches, That young mau who is
studious, faithful, and persevering,
will always find a field of usefulness,

places idle, saying, “no man hath
hired us.” The gifts that natare
imparts all possess, but in the minis-
try, grace and a change of heart—
true conversion—are essential. It is
not eloquence, or philosopby, or the
windom of the world that makes
people true Christians; there must
be piety to give power to our min-
istrations, Oh, for more of the
spirit of our divine Master to im-
press us with the necessity of being,
about our Master’s business; than
many would be running to and fro,
and knowledge would be increased.

A vperson should be impressed
with a belief that he is called of
God to this work, “and woe is me
if I preach not the gospel.” It may
be that in this I am too sanguine.
In my own “experience I was im.
pressed that God required it of me;
at the same time my pastor and my
 brethren urged me to the work, 1
never chose it as a profession only,
but engaged in it out of a sense
of duty; aud baving been thus im-
pressed, I resolved to apply myself
to the work, and to succeed in it if
possible, trusting in the Lord for
help; and by his grace I continune
until now.

It is well to connt the cost. If

any of you imagine it to be a life of
‘indolence and ease, yon are mistaken.
The good minister works while oth-
ers sleep; his working hours are
many; he learns to burn the imid-
night oil; and with an aching head
and a heavy heart, he toils oo inces-
santly to show himself approved of
God; a workman who need not be
ashamed, “hoping that he may
rightly divide the Word, and give
to each a portion in due season.”
Take the work ount of the ministry,
and you rob it of half its charms.
There is no success where there is
no work. There is work both at
home and abroad, by day and by
night, in yonth and in old age.
All who work have a claim to a
comfortable support, or a reasonable
compensation. If not sustained by
those to whom he ministers, he has
a right to engage in any lawful
business or honorable calling to sup-
ply the needful wants of himeelf ana
family, and it is just as honorable
for him to drive the plane, follow
the'plow, swing the ax, orsell goods
if needs be, as it was for Paul to
make tents. A minister never should
be a burden to-the people he serves,
nor they to him. They should bear
burdens together, A church is soon
discouraged when overburdened;
go is the minister. Let them share
each other’s burdens, and “thus sym-
pathize with each other in the Lord.
Aun aged minister whose praise is
in all the churches, once said that
be told his people if they would
keep him poor, the Lord would keep
him humble; he said that they read-
ily gave heed to the advice given
them. I do not believe it necessary
for a minister to suffer poverly in
order to be useful. It is disconrag-
ing, painful, and mortifying, and
not always necessary. If he is capa-
ble of preaching, he is capable of
any ordinary business in which he
coald obtain a comfortable living
and a competency. Panl said he
knew what it was to suffer want, and
he knew how to abound, and he had
learned that in whatsoever state or.
condition in hfe he “was placed,
‘therein to be content.

Ministers, to be usefal, must learn
to exercise much forbearance. They
have many people to deal with, the
strong and the weak, the wise and
the ignorant, the old and the young.
They are public property; they have
from choice become such; therefore
they shoald not resent every little
whim that may pass to their ears
Better not notice such things, unless
the cause of God is scandalized and
gorely injured. A minister must
not leave his work and go down to
to the plains of Ono; *they think
togdo him mischief;” but exercise
much forbearance, choosing to suf
fer wrong rather than-to do wrong.
Always covet the place of the peace-
maker. - % Do to others as you would
they shiould do to you” A mis-
chief-maker who stirs up strife ia to

and dread. Cultivate sociability with
'your people “as far-as convenient
There are eome fault finders and
growlers, whose conversation is of
but little profit-to any, yet they
must be treated with respect. Cal -
tivate as much freedom with the

| poor as with the rich, especially.

with the aged and the young. The
aged have a right to demand it, and
the .young need it and will appre-
ciate it. A minister may often in-
fer how he is appreciated by a fam-
ily, by the treatment he receives
from the children. It is well for
ministers as well as others to keep
the tongue as with a bridle, especial

ly when’the wicked are before us.
Learn to speak right words at the
right time, and in the right place.
Dr. Emmons, being asked what was
‘the best system of rhetoric for a
young clergymag, replied, * These.
two rules make the best system—
first, have something to say; second,
gay it.”- The weakest spot in every
man is where he thinks himself to
be the wisest, Great objects form
great minds; great men may com-
mit great errors; reason is the same
in angels and in men; all reason
from canse to effect.

Something depends upon the hab-
its and manners formed in early life,
and those who have not been trained
in the schools have an equal right to
make ‘any improvement they may
be able for their usefulness. A
dead, lifeless formality is death to
the minister and the people, and a
boisterous, wild enthnsiasm is equal-
ly so. Always caltivate a zeal
worthy of the subject upon which
you are treating, and deliver it
with religious earnestness. Row-
land Hill once placed a young
Welchman in one of his chapels as
the curate or preacher., After some
weeks Mr, Hill heard him preach,
and said to him by way of advice,
“If you ¢an abate your enthusiasm
without losing your zeal, I think it
will add to your usefulness; bat
rather than to abate your zeal, go
ahead, and be the same yawling,
bawking Welchman you now are,”

Let there be but little style, but
as much light as possible. Style,
says one, is'like the sash in the win-
dow; a heavy sash will obscure the
light; better have as little sash as
will hold the lights, that we may

ngg think of the frame bat bave the
mqR light.  Ministers -will be
ju i -only by what they do,

bat also by what they do not do
apd say sometimes,
bills in your patk, better climb over
them than to attempt to go round
them. You may travel on a level
plain a long time, and seem to make
but little advancement, but the hills
r mark the progress.

- I have but little more to say upon
this part of my subject.. If I was
talking to young men and ministers
only, I would say, learn more and
more from the divine and heavenly
Teacher, and pit in practice what
you learn. Obtain all the informa
tion you can from books and men
and other helps, especially God’s
holy book, the Bible. Let that al-
ways be the man of "your counnsel,
your divine teacher, remembering’
always that we can only give out
' what we take in, The mind of man
unreplenished is soon emptied, and
a reservoir with ne incoming stream
is soon emptied, and is of no avail
but to deceive. The Bible has been
given to us for our profit, and we
have many authors of other useful
works, and others that are danger-
ous and pernicions, If we can re-
tain the sentiments and forget the
words, it will aid us in our work.
We have no plan to present, only
that you maintain your individaali-
ty. Imitate no man, but let nature
be your teacher. It will teach you
the best system of elocution, so that
you may be fired up with the im-
portance of your subject, that both
the speaker and the hearers may be
breathing in the same atmosphere,
to the praise and the glory of God.

My brethren in the ministry, this
treasure is committed to youn and to
me as earthen vessels;. let us be care-
ful that we be not vessels that are
broken at the cistern; but as we
have been entrpsted with it, may we
be careful to preach the Word faith-
fully, knowing that we must give an
account of our stewardship..

What relation do the people sus-
tain to this work? While it is' the
daty of the miniater to preach, it is
the duty of the people to hear. “If
yoe know these things happy are ye
if ye do them,” for without faith it
is impossible to please God. Faith
comes by hearing, and hearing by
the Word of God, and the commis-
gion is, “Qo, preach the gospel to
every creatare.” There are many
reasons why people should hear the
gospel preached, and they can not
be excused for the neglect, There
ia no work of more importance than
to hear the gospel preached. Ttis
the beginning of our Christian pil-
grimage, and our future course will
read to the world the final resalt,

In order to hear to our good, a
preparation is necessary, and that is
to be sought in prayer to God. - If
we go to a place of amusement, we
expect to be edified and entertained,
and if there is any. instraction in
the exeroises tve oatch the enthusi-
asm. ) T

‘They have been called and entrusted
by God with this work, yet they are
the vessels of the sanotuary, parified
and made clean. “They are the
precious sons of Zion, comparable to
fine gold.,” They are not men of
ordinary ocapacity only, but God,
who makes the seleotion, knows
what is in them. Yes, the Word is
as fire shut up in their bones. Val-
uable articles are generally carefully
cared for and protected. So those
who are called to this work our Fa
ther in heaven esteems as the apple
of his eye. ¢ Better for you that

Let the nnbeligver paunse and con-
sider what hss enlightened and
raised us intelleotually and morally
above the benighted African, who,
with a consoious zeal, worships the
‘etars in the heavens, and the rep.
tiles that crawl beneath their feet.
It is the gospel, the word of divine
truth, which has thus molded and
placed us in this honorable coundi-
tion. Such may say to those who
ask if religion is good, * Taste and
see.” If 8o to individuals, what will
it be to the world at large? Eda.
cation, alms houses, benevolent in-
stitutions, general reform, and per-
sonal improvement, are the offspring
of Christianity. If so, can we esti-
mate it too highly! Shoald we not
esteem it as a valuable treasure,
‘and use our influence and means to
gend its truths to those who have
not known the way of life?

We should hear with attention.
Too much of the seed is sown on
stony ground. The admonition is,
“Take heed how you -hear.” Let
each understand that the speaker is
addressing him or her personally,
and that it is for yodr personal in-
terest to listen to the word preached.
If I enter your dwelling and bring
you a message from s friend, you
listen and give attention to its de-
mands. To hear attentively, you
must duly consider the importance of
the word spoken. If it is of God, you
have an interest in it; it is.a,mes-
gage for you, and it may be of last-
ing benefit to you, both for time
and eternity. It brings to you 8
knowledge of the way of life and
salvation. If you neglect it, how
can you escape the sinner’s doom?

Don’t be a forgetful hearer of the
Word, Memory is treacherous,and
therg are but few subjects that peo-
ple are so slow to remember as the
subject of religion. Awpything that
reaches our fancy is not so soon for-
gotten, Hear ‘with attention the
message from heaven. We must
give an account to God for onr man-
ner of treatiog it, . How muech it
will assist us jn hearing the . Word,
always to come from the altar to the
sanotuary.. Let there be an altar in
every dwelling, aud always in your
devotions remember the rodership
.berd who. preaches to you .the gos-
pel of Christ. A teacher demands
the undivided attention of hia pupils,
and without it they are not profited.

Armed with them
only, we ehall find ourselves as Da-
'vid with Saul’s armor on. We had
better have the sling and the stones,
People often hear with speculative
motives, to oriticise the man, and
when there is nothing apparently
wrong, it is,  but —.” O, that
Christians would be candid with
themselves, with each other, and
with their "Lord and Redeemer.
While we listen to the delivery of
the message, let us search the Seript-
ures with all diligence, to see
whether those ‘things are so. We
are bound to receive with candor
the engrafted Word, that will teach
us the way of life. Man knows his
depravity, and when repentance,
faith, and obedience are presented
a8 8 healing remedy, there is not
candor enough toxeceive and apply
the healing balm. Many who pro-
‘fess to believe, when open profes-
sion, baptism, church fellowship,and
‘the holy sacrament are presented,
treat them with “indifference, if not
'with contempt.” Equally so is the
commandment, ‘Remember the
Sabbath day to'keep it holy.” “O,
an old fable,” say many, “long since
passed Bway.”

I believe moat solemnly in. dog-
matism, for myself, not in ramming
it down other people, but in hold.
ing what I believe with an:intense
and awful grip. I am told that
there is a great deal of unbélief
about. Suppose there is; I do not
think all faith has gone. Iam of
the mind of the Presbyterian min.
ister to whom an old lady:said,
 There ia not any truth-left in the
land, #ir.” 8aid he, * Then you  do
not speak the truth.” (Laughter.)
“Yes,” aaid she, “1do.” ¢ Then,”
said he, * there is trathin the land.”
(Laughter.) So you will generally
find, when there is 8 very intense
outery againat unbelief; that is some
symptom that there is some . faith
left to ory out againet the uunbelief.
As long as there is a sufficiently
loud eory againat the unbelief, 1 have

‘a notion that there ie faith abont

somewhere, thongh I am not certain
whether those corying ont - agaimst
the unbelief are not sometimes the
unbelievers, and whether they do.
not make more of it than ought to
be made; just as I have noticed that

But when he does so in what some
official may regard as an improper
manner, then *it is no infringment
of the liberty of the conscience to
legislate against snch performan-
ces,” This is the Troy Zimes’s idea
of religious liberty.

And it is not the Ameri-
can idea. Every man must be free
to decide jfor himsclf what is the
proper manner of disbelief, He
must not commit a breach of the
peace ; he must not disturb or inter-
fere with the worship of othera.
But beyond theee limitations he

this is not freedom of conscience ac-
cording to the American idea.

Woe are glad to find the ZErpress
ocoupying the ground it does on the
the gnestion of religious liberty, and
that it so well handles the Troy
Times's faully position.

and to whom addressed; and-such
an acquaintance with the sabject
matter contained in the ‘lesson that
the teacher can readily give a clear
analytical explavation of it, and a
thorough synthetical application of
the same. To do this implies more
than a simple intellectual under-
standing of its import, It is the
spiritnal significance that gives life.
Said the great Teacher,  The words
that I have spoken unto you, they
are spirit and they are life.”

This spiritaal meaning should be
clearly apprebended in the lesson
preparation, Neither should we
content ourselves as teachers with a
simple intellectual comprehension,
if such a thing were possible, of - the
spiritual idea—affecting the head
only and leaving the heart unaf
fected. What is needed is such a
preparation of the lesson as to stir
the teacher’s soul powerinto a melt-
ing, oveiflywing condition, awaken-
ing a deep sense of gratitade for the
sublime truths revealed, and a pro-
found sense of obligation to give
earnest heed therato.

THR PRESIDENTS MESSAGE.
The President’s Message is an

lengthy to be furnished entire in the
Recorper. The following sum-
mary will give a fair understand.
ing of his views on the principal
subjects discussed:

The message starts ont with a re-
view of Lhe present condition of the
country, and dwells at some length
upon the rapid growth of the coun-
Lry, our national prosperity, bounti
ful orops, and sound financial sys-
tem, and predicts still greater pros-
perity for the fature,

cation throughout the country, and
to the necessity of fostering it by

viewing the report of the Commis-
sioners of K lucation, gives some de-
tails of a plan approved by him for
the further development of educa-
tional facilities.

TIIE BOUTH.

The Southern question is treated
at considerable length. The Presi
dent expresses satisfaction with the
outlook of affiirs in the Southern
States. He believes that the Soath
18 steadily advancing in the direo-
tion of political freedom and tolera
lien, and that before long the bailot
in that section will be as free as in
the North. 1le also expreases the
belief that the era of bloodshed -on
account of political differences hae
paesed, aud points to the {act that
there is now less intimidation and
violence in the South than was prac-
ticed a few years ago,

TIE NEGRO,

- The bloodshed era bas been suo-
‘ceeded by an era of frand and mis
representatioa through tisane ballots
and other devices of misrepresent-
iog the real strength and disposition
of the colored man; but, while he
is cheated in this way, his physical
rights are beginning to be almost
universally . respected. The next
stage in Southern development will
soon come. This will arrive through
divisions in the white ruling ele-
wment, and, when these divisions
come, the negro will be an object of
protection and interest to all politi
.val parties. Through this diver
sion something like an houest ballot
will be secured, and the rights of
all respeoted. The President thinks
that education in the Sounth will
ultimately restore the harmony be
tween the two sections, and raise the
negro to a plane of development
where he will be able to proiect
himeelf.

It is in this portion of the message
that the President may be said to
review hia Administration.

ATORMONISA,

This question is of so much im
portance to morality that we give
the part of the message referring to
it entire:

“It is the recognized dutv and
purpose of the people of the United
States to suppress polygamy where
it now exists in our Territories, and
to prevent its extension.. Faithful
and zealous efforts have been made
by the United States authorities in
Utah 1o enforce the laws against it.
Experience has shown that the leg
1slation upon this enbject, to be ef-
fective, requires extensive modifica
tion and amendment. The longer
action is delayed the more diflicult
it'will be to accomplish ‘what is de-
sired. Prompt aud decided meas
ures are necessary. The Mormon
sectarian organization which up .
bolds polygamy has the whole pow
er of making and executing the local
legislation of the Terriitory. By
its control of the grand and petit
juriem, it possesses large i1 fluence
nver the administration of justice.
Exercising, as the heads of this
sect do, the local political power of
the Territory, they are able to make
¢ffective their hostility tothe law of
Congress on the subject of polygamy
and, in fact, do prevent its enfore
ment, Polygamy will not be abol~
ished if the enforcement of the law
depends on those who practice and
uphold the crime. It can only be
suppressed by taking away the po
litical power of the sect which en
courages and sustaiosit. The pow-
er of Congress to enact suitable [aws
to protect the Territories is arnple.
It is not a case for half-way meas-
ures., The political power of the
Mormon sect is increasing; it con-
trols now one of our wealthiest and
most populous Territories. Itis ex
tending steadily into other Terri.
tories, Wherever it goes it estab
lishes polygamy and sectarian politi
cal power. The sanclity of mar
riage and the family relation are the
corner stone of onr American so-
ciety and civilization. Religious
liberty and the separation of Church
and State are among the elementary
ideas of free institutions.” To re
westablish the interests and princijles
which. polygamy asud Mormonism
have imperiled, and to fully renpen
to intelligent and virtuous emi.
grants of all creeds that part of our
domain which has been, in 8 grest
degree, closed to general immigra-
tion by intoleMnt and immoral iu
stitutions, it ia recommended that
the governmeut of the Territory of
Utah be reorganiged.

«] recommend that Congress pro
vide for the goverment of Utah by
a Governor and jadges or commis
sioners, appointed by the President
and confirmed by the Senate—a
government analogous to the pro-
visional government established for
the Territory north west of the Ohio
by the ordinance of 1787. If, how.
ever, it is deemed best to continue
the existing form of local govern-
ment, I recommend that the nght
to vole, hold office, and sit on ju
ries in the Territory of Utah, becon
fined to those who neither practice
nor uphold polygsmy. If thorongh
measures are adopted, it is believed
that within a few years the evils
which now sfllict Utah will be erad-
ivated, and that this Territory. will
in good time become ope of the
most prosperous and attractive of
the new Siates of the Union.” .

TUE CIVIL BERVICE. .

The next subject discussed is civil-
gervice reform, and furnishes one of
the langest chaptersin the message.
The francial chapter is the only
other onethatapproachesit in lengih.
Mr.- Hayes believes in. appointing
ood men and continuing them in
ofice during good behavior. He
believes, aleo, in separating G.ov
ernment __service from  politics,
elaborates his well known views up-
on this subject, and points in illus-
tration to the improvement made in

Ptopriltion'to any churgh or society
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V. POREIGN RELATIONS,
"He then "takes up the subject of
our foreign relation- presented by
the State Department, and reviews
the-condition of affairs existing be
tween this Government and the lead.
ing foreign Qovernments, There
are three subjeots that are onteide of
the routine report of pleasant rela
lions with other countiies. The
part relating to England gives the
current history of the North Ameri
can fisherivs question, and repeats
the views of the President in aspecial
message that he sent to Congress
last Spring, which, in effect, recom-
mended the restoration of the duty
on Canadian fish and fish oil. The
recommendation of the Secrétary of
State: in regard to improving oar
commereial relations by the co op-
eration of the entire Consular Ser-
vice as agentsin promoting the in
terests of American commerce are
earnestly commended to'the atten-
tion of Congresa, The full reporta
of the investigations of our Consuls
and the better channels indicated by
them for a profitable commerce are
used by the President to recommend
legislation for the development of
our merchant marine. The Presi
dent does not believe in sabeidies
but he does approve of giving lib.
eral mail contracts to pioneer mer-
chaut marine ebterprises as one
means of encouraging an industry
which be thinks, through an unwise
policy, is needlessly languishing,
CHINESE IMMIGRATION,

The next subject of epecial inter
est in-our foreign relations consists
of a recital of the appointment of
the Chinese Commisgion and its
witk. The President promises to
send a special message upon the
suhject when the text of the treaties
is received at theState Depariment.
The points of theee treaties are giv-
en, 8o far as it is proper to divulge
them at the present time. lle says
that the firat treaty is a modification
of the DBarlingame Treaty, and
solves satisfactorily the Chinese
question in politics in this country.
The Chinese QGovernment was: not
at all anxious to have its sabjects
emigrate, and was willing to meet
our Commission more than half way
in all the restrictions upon Chinese
immigration to thia country suggest.
ed by the Commission. The point
of the second treaty relates entirely
to commerce, but, as the State De
partment has not got the text of the
document, the message briefly sum-
marizes the facts as gaining to the
counntry increased facilities, with the
hope that gradually commercial re-
latione will be unrestricted in all
parts of the Empire.

TUE FINARCES,

Following this comes President
Hayes’s financial chapter. He takes
up the history of the Treasury De-
partment during his administration,
and embodies in his message Secre-
tary Sherman’s review of the history
of especie resumption. The Presi-
dent devotes considerable attention
to the subjeot of refunding, but in
this he merely followa Secretary
Sherman. Ile calls upon Congress
to take steps Lo retund the $700,000,
000 of binls that fall due next
year, aud dwells upon the fact that
a better time for refunding ocould
not be found than now. The coun
try is prospernus, business through-
out the country is on a sound basie,
while there is 8 great excess of
capital in business centers that
would gladly seek 8 government
loan in 2 much lower bond than any
of those now outstanding. -

The President does not mention
the rate of interest that he would
advise in a bond for refunding.
There is no reference to a 3.65, a 34,
or a 3 per cent. bond. He believes

for Congress to arrange, and as Sec
retary Sherman made no suggestion
to the P’resident npon the su'sject of
the rate of interest, it is fair Lo pre-
same that he himeelf makes no sug
gestion. There is no recommenda.
tion to Congress for the withdrawal
of the legal tender character of the
greenback,
THE SILVER DOLLAR,

‘There is no recommendation for
the stoppage of the coinage of the
silver dollar. The only résommen-
dation apon the subject also comer
from Secretary Sherman, and relates
Lo the recoinage of the silver dollar
80 thar it will contain enough silver
to make it ¢qual in value to the
present market valve of the gold
dollar. The cost of recoinage would
be covered by the profits of the
Government already made in its
coinage of silver ballion, These
are the only financial recommenda
tions in the message, and, as they
were all supplied by Secretary Sher
man for the President’s approval, it,

able in Scoretary Sherman's report;
for, aside from the financial chapter,
hig report is never anything more
than a review of the bureau reports
of his subordinates, all of which
have been published.

THE WAR DEPARTMENT.

Uader the head of *The War
Department,” which comes next,
the President only makes one strong
recommendation, and that is a most
earnest approval of Gen. Wright's
late report upon the neceesity of
sirengthening our coast defenses,
At the present time all the great
commercial ports of the United
States are absolutely in a defenseless
condition; and, in the event of for
eign trouble, incalculable damage
could be done to our commercial
interests before the figst step of real
defense could be made. The Presi-
dent calls  upon Congress to take
this subject into considerstion, and
to provide for a system of liberal
appropriations to remedy this great
weakoess. >

TIHE NAVY DEPARTMENT.

The Navy Department gets bat a
short chapter, and this for the reason
that Secretary Thompson asked for
but little to be inserted in the mes
sage. The President regards Sec-
retary Thompson as one of the most
euccessful of his Cabinet aesociates.
lle speaks in very eulogistic terms
of Sceretary Thompson's manage
ment, and approves of the Seoreia
ry’s plan for the encouragement of
the werchant marioe, already allad-
ed to under the head of the State
Department, The same suggestion
by the Postmaster General 1s also
approved. e does not endorse sil
ot Mr. Maynard’s suggestions, He
tecommends only the adoption of
the postal savings bank scheme, but
says nothing about postal telegraphs,

THE INTERIOR DEPARTMENT,

The Interior Department receives
quite a long chapter. The Presi
dent views Necretary Schoiz's polioy

-the report of the Comumissioner of

,olina.

"educating the Indian so that he can
take care of himself, is the only trone
solation of tha Indian qaestion. He
calls upon Congress to give aid in
the way of appropriations to the
encouragement of this plan, which
looks to the establishment of the
Indian apon land of his own, break
ingup of all the tribal relations,
and the gradual withdrawal of
financial support of the Government.

THE LAW DEPARTMENT,

The President speaks of the At-
torney-General’s recommendations,
that a sufficient sum be apprcpriated
by Congreas for the payment of
Deputy %ﬂarshals. He also recom
mends that Congress pass some bill
authorizing the establishment of
some intermediary court between
the United States Circuit Court and
the Supreme Court for the purpose
of relieving the extraordinary pres-
suie of business under which the
latter is etroggling. The most pro
nounced feature of-the Attorney
Geperal’s report the President does
not discuss, and does not mention
inthe message, Attorney-General
Devens, in one elaborate chapter,
urges on Congress the propriety of
National supervision of the ballot
in all National elections, Gen.
Devens recomuiends that Congress
take the position that in National
elections State lines are not to ‘be
considered, wnd that Nationa! au
thority be direoted to protect the
ballot box from frand and iotimi
dation in all secticns of the country.
The President, while agreeing with
Gev. Devens on this subject, did
not think it best to incorporate this
recommendativn in his'message,

AGRICULTURE.,

" Following the review of the de-
partments, Mr. Hayes has a specialiy
good word to say for the work of
the Commissioner of Agriculture.
He speaks of the saccess of Mr,
LeDuc io his experiments for the
establishment of the growth of tea
in thia country and the manufacture
of sugar from cornstalks, The
President thinks that through the
work of this-one man the country
will be able to prodace all of the
tea and sugar consnmed by it, thus
saving millions that are annually
sent away from home in the pur
chase of these two staples.

EDUCATION.

The next to the last chapter in
the message following this relates to

Eduaoation, Mr. Eaton. The ohief
point of this is the President’s rec

ommendation that the remainder of
the public lands of the country be
set aside for the eduncation of the il-
literate of all sections, This would
result, the President says, in giving
most of it to the South, where the
greatest illiteracy prevails, Tkhe
edacation of this class, both white
and black, wonld have g tendency
to place the two sections upon 8-
cldser intellectual level, and conss-
quently in a oloser bond of union.

CONCLUSION,

The closing chapter of the mes
fago relates entirely to matters per-
taining to the District of Colambia,
in which he recommends an appro
priation of 3,000,000 for Distiiot
improvements, and calls upon Con
giess also to make the necessary
appropriations to continue the work
of the Washington Monumect. . He
dwells upon the necessity and ad-

It1aboth wise and just that
we must reap according to our sowing. A
soul which is too small to give liberally,
*“as God hath prospered it 1s too small
to receive God’s greater gifts, and too uwn
worthy; God judges by th» purpose.of
the heart. Notice that the langusge of
verse 7 indicates the purpose as being
made up deliberately beforehand. It is
this purpose of the soul by which the act
should be judged, and not the amount
which may be giver. Giving from a trne
motive: ote man being poor, gives in his
dollar far more than he who, being rich,
givesonly ten when he ought to give a

The fourteenth verse shows the blessedness
of thelr liberality still farther in that it led
those srho were to love them-tenderly, to

gogverts had made uhjection to recognizing
the Gentlles as Christians, whereas the latter

Here, then, we find the greatest glory of
liberality ; not in that men praise us for
it, or that distress is relieved, or spiritual
darkness removed by i, but that God is
honored. Men thank him for what: we
de. Men honor bim by praying that bleas-
ings may come to. us In return. Men glo
rify him by longing after those in Chris-
tian love, whom, he has tanght t6 do lib-
erally in his name. True liberality is
prompted by love for God and trath. ‘It
I8 born in his children becauss of his
blessings upon them. Thus they become
the agency whereby God’s love and good-
ness are taught to men, leading them to
honor and glorify him by accepting his
love, believing in his mercy,and trasting
in his grace. Let us give not as in the
sight of men, or unto them, but ss unto
God, who giveth us all things.
